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CHAPTER 16,

FINGER PRINT AND FOOT PRINT.

440. The Pinger Print System.—(a) The Finger Print Bystem is
important branch of police work, enubling the tracing of yﬂ]e pmw":lz
convictions of criminals {see Rule 330), establishment of the identity of
unidentified persons under arrest (rule 271) and through finger marks left
behind at scenes of occurrence (see Appendix 22) the identity of unknown
persons concerned in erime. Fvery police officer shall make himself
thoroughly conversant with the methods and rules of thig system.

(b) The foat-print system —Foot prints with ridge churacteristics can
be a8 good as finger prints and should be examined us such which can be
used effectively for identifying a person. Foot prints with shoe soles with
wear and tear marks and hob nails and shoe woles with irregular friction
marks are also positive means of identification.

In csse of naked foot with missing toe or injury, the evidence 18

strengthened but where no such features are found, such prints are only for
climination purposes.

A record shall be kept of foot prints of confirnied house breakers having
more than four previous convictions and of criminals having convictions in
serious offence, viz., murder for gain, dscoity and robbery. The system of
classification of foot prints devised by G. Hauvering should be adopted.

441. (@) Definitions.—(1) Finger prints include prints of the thumb
and are either ‘rolled or plain’.

(2) The court officer shall record immediately in P.M. Form no. {0,
the finger prints of convicted persons immediately after conviction in cases
enumerated in rules 329 and 830 and send them to Finger Print Buresu.

(8) In Finger Print search slip (P.M. Form no. 49), the finger prints
of suspects are taken and the court officer ghall send it to Finger Print
Bureau for investigation so that the antecedents of that person are known.

(b) *“*Rolled print''.—A rolled print is obtained by placing the inked
thumb or finger on the paper so that the plane of the nail is at right angles
to the plane of the paper. The thumb or finger should then be pressed
lightly on the paper and turned over o that the bulb face which originally
faced, say to the left, faces to the right, the plane of the nail being again
at right angles to the paper. In this connection, it is to be remembered
that the thumb or fingers should not be rolled again otherwise the entire
prints ghall be lost.
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(o) *'Plain_print”’.—A plain print is obtained by lightly pressing the
inked bulb of the thumb or finger upon the paper without any turning
movement,

(d (1) "'1dentified’’ means a person whose residence and antecedents
are fully known to the investigating officer.

(i) **Unidentified” means a person whose residence and untecedonts
are not known.

() () *'Traced" menns & person whose antecedents and previous hislory
are traced.

(i) **Untraced'’ means a person against whom no previous  convictions
have been traced.

(fy “'Proficient™ means un officer who has been passed as qualified to
tuke clear and well-rolled impressions (vee Rule 450).

Nozs.—The Jofer “P*' shall be nuted againet his pame in Wi distiet force lists
and in his service book. There shall be a sufficient number of proficlents  in  each
distriet.

(g) "Expert”” means an officer who has Leen passed as compelent to
examine, classify and give an expert opinion on finger impressions and holds
a certificute to that effect (see Rule 450). .

(h) “Bureau” means n finger pring bureau.

(i) ““Foot print Expert'’ means an officer, who has been declared by the
D.I.G. C.LD. to be competent to toke, exumine and identify foot print
impression.

-

METHOD OF TAKING FINGEE PRINTS.

442, Appliances.—(a) The appliances required for taking finger prints,
comprise a tin slab, a rbber roller and & tin of printer's ink. These shall
be kept scrupulously clean and free from dust, grit and other forcign malter,
The slab shall be freshly cleaned before nse each day. so that all particles
of old ink are rubbed off. The roller when not in use shall be kept wrapped
up in s picce of clean oiled paper. Both slah and roller ahall be cleaned
periodicaily with sonp or kerosene. The tin of ink shall be kept tightly
closed when not in use.

(b) Preparation of slab—The slab must be perfectly smooth and shall
be wiped free of dust before use. A small quantity of the ink shall then
be put on the slab with the point of a knife and the roller used to bring it
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down {o the finest possible film, so that the tin is dimly visible through the
ink. It is easier fo start with a very small quantity of ink and to increase
as necessary. If too much ink has been put on the slab, a sheet of paper
laid on it and rolled over with the roller will generally reduce it sufficiently.
If the ink is dry and thick, it can be worked up smooth on the slab with
a little perseverance.

(¢) Inking the fingers—The fingers of the subject shall be rubbed clean
and dry, as the slightest perspiration on the finger will cause blotches and
:,ll::;l tll:: prines Only the inner portion of the upper phalanges of the finger

inked.

(d) Taking impression—Prints shall invariably be taken on the
suthorized Finger Print slip, P.M. Form no. 90. In the slip space has
been allowed for the ‘rolled” prints of the 10 digits, as well as for the ‘plain’
prints of five fingers of each hand. The headings of the slip are self
explanatory. .

(e) Slip Lo be folded for rolled prints.—For ronvenience in taking ‘rolled’
prints, the slip shall be folded at the line indicated and the fold placed in
line with the edge of the table.

(f) Order of taking prints.—The ‘rolled’ prints of the right hand shall
be taken first, each finger being inked ang impressed before the next finger
is inked. When the ‘rolled’ prints of the right hand have been taken, the
‘plain’ prints of the five fingers of that hand shall also be taken simulta-
neonsly in the space provided for them on the slip. When the right hand
has been finished, the ‘rolled’ and ‘plain’ prints of the left hand shall be'
taken in & similar manner.

(g) The F.P. slip of one prisoner shall be completed before that of

another iz commencad.
o

(h} Entry of details on slip —When the finger prints of hoth hands
bave been taken, the subject's name, parentage, caste, religion, residence,
age and juil admission no., if convicted, will be filled in at the appropriate
places. The words ‘Unidentified’ or ‘Identified’, "Male' or ‘Female’ will be
struck out as the case may be. If the subject is an absconder or n member
of a criminal gang this information shall be legibly entered below the
heading provided for jnil admission number. The slip will then be turned
over and convictions, if any, with details as the columns require, and all
other particulars required will be filled in by the court officer.

443. Points to ba noted in preparing slips.—The following points shall
be specially noted in preparing Finger Print slips :—

(@) Tmpressions shall always be taken with the &ip of the finger
puinting to the top of the form.
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(b) The 'rolled’ prints shall show the complete contour of the bulbs
of the fingers. One delta in the case of ‘loops’ and two in
the case of ‘whirls’ ghould be visible.

(¢) The ‘rolled’ prints of each finger shall be taken in space allotted
for that finger, and the impression shall not project beyond
that space. The impression of the upper phalange of the finger
only shall appear.

(d) All names, whether of persons or places, shall be written very
legibly. Fntries shall be as concise as possible, and convie-
tions shall be entered in chronological order.

(e) Deformities—If u finger ia missing, or is so deformed that it is
impossible to obtain an impression, the fact will be noted in
ink in the space allotted for that finger by the words ‘missing’
or ‘deformed’. In the case of double fingers, the prints of
both fingers shall be taken, if possible; if not the print of the
more prominent of the two, Deformilies, cuts, scars and
disease marks interfering with the legibility of the impressions
shall be fully described, and it shall be stuted if they ure
temporary or permanent. Subjects suffering from open cuts
or scars in any of the upper phalanges of the fingers shall not
have the prints of such fingers taken until the cuts or scars
have healed, if it is possible to wait till then.

(f) Persons whose finger prints shall not be taken.—Finger prints of
lepers are not to be taken on any account. Persons suffering
from contagious and infections diseases shall not have their
finger prints taken until completely recovered.

(g) F.P. slips shall be folded along the lines indicated on the form
and pever in such & way as to cause a crease ncross any finger
print.

444. District experts.—(a) A Finger Print expert shall be posted to each
sadar court office for the purpose of dealing with the P.R. system as detailed
in rules 820—354, These local experts shall ke held responsible for taking
and testing slips prepared for search or record in the Finger Print Burean, a8
1sid down in rule 387, and for training Assistant Sub-Inspectors and
Junior Sub-Inspectors in becoming proficient, They may give evidence in
courts when the identity of an under-irial prisoner is to be proved by the
comparison of s finger print slip on record in the Fioger Print Bureau with
ane prepared in court. They shall not give evidence in any other case
without special permission Bz:ea Rule 449).

(b) Experts attached to districts, whose certificates have expired, shall
be sent to the Finger Print Bureau for a three months' brushing-up course,
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for renewal of their certificates, unloss it is decided, after reference to the

Deputy Inspector-General, C.1D., in any particulur case that the officer is
not to continue as an expert,

(¢) Two SubInspectors from each range will Le deputed to the Finger
E;i;:t_ Bureau in Januory and July each year, for a six months’ course of
ning.

Nore.—For fravelling allowance and joining time of officers deputed to the Tinger
Priot Buresa for training and refresher courses, see rule 708,

445. Finger Print Bureau.—{(a) The Finger Print Bureay is a branch
of the C.LD. and is manned by the stall of Finger Print experts besides
gome assistants, eto.

(b) The Finger Print slips of sll persons taken under rule 330 are kept
on permanent record in the Bareau, classified and arranged aceording to the
instructions contained in Henry's system of classification.

(¢) Tt is the duty of the Finger Print Bureau to receive slips for search
and record to answer references and to test, clnssify, index and arrange slips
received for record.

(d) Tt is the duty of the Director of the Finger Print Bureau to control
and test the work of the staff under him, to deal with all questions arising
from points brought to notice by the experts in the course of their tours
(Rule 446) and to train officers to become experts,

(¢) The Finger Print Bureau shall oblain the search slips of Indians/
foreigners who are arrested or convicted, ns the case may be, beyond India
from *‘Interpol’ throngh Central Finger Print Bureau [see Rule 410{g)].

445, Tour of exrperts—Experts shall be deputed from the Finger Print
Burean fo examine and test all work connected with the Finger Print
Gystem at central, district and other jaile. Every Central jail shall be
inspected twice and every district and other jails onece every six months.

447, Duties of experts.—(a) The experts shall (1) test F. P. slips
prepared by local experts and proficients and see that all particulars recorded
thereon nre correct and complete, especially detsils of previous convictions,
and note and initial the word “‘tested' in the jail a mission register, on
the baek of the P.R. slip, and on the history sheet; (2) Lring omissions in
making convicts P.R. to the notice of the Superintendent of Police; (8) see
that finger prints have been taken of ll P.R. prisoners, and that the
necessary endorsements have been made on the P.R. slip and history sheet,
and in the jail admission register; (4) see that, in the case of prisoners
transfetred to other jails, P.R. slips or untested F. P. slips have been
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forwarded to the districts concerned; (5) see that, in the case of admissions
by transfer, P.R. slipa or untested F.P. slips have been duly received;
(6) scrutinize the court conviction register, the register of unidentified
prisoners, the book of P.R. slips, the despateh ¢heque book and the files of
jail parade reports and relesse notices, and see that all necessary steps in
respect of these records have been duly taken. All errors and omissions
shall be brought to the notice of the Superintendent, 5

(b) Experts shall prepare fresh F.P. slips of prisoners whose slips bear
blurred or indistinet impressions. The rejected slips sball be forwarded to
the Finger Print Burean for inspection (see Rule 338).

448, Experts’ diaries—When touring, experts shall submit a personal
diary in P.M. Form no. 5 describing their movements and work to the
Deputy Inspector-General, C.1.D., through the Superintendent of the distriet
concerned. Superintendents shall record their remarks on all points
requiring explanation on the diaries before forwarding them,

449, Citation of experts as witnesses.—(a) Fxperts shall be cited as
witneases to prove previous copvictions of under-trial prisoners only when
the ordinary methods fail and they shall not be so cited by subordinate
police officer without the sanction of the Superintendent. An expert can
only prove identity under sections 43 and 73 of the Evidence Act, while jail
warders, police officers and complainants und witnesses in  previous cuses
can prove both identity and previous convictions (see Rules 276—278).

(b) Only such police officers as are in possession of the necessary certi-
ficate from the headquarters of the C.I.D. shall be permitted to give
evidence as finger print experts.

() Tf mno certificated expert can be prooured locally to give
evidence. application shall be made to the Deputy Inspector-General, C.1.D,,
who will arrange for the attendance of a certificated expert from the
[inger Print Bureau or from a district to which an expert is posted.

(d) Tn any case, if the identity depends npon the examination of finger
print impression, an expert from the Finger Print Bureau should invariably
be deputed,

(¢) Ezperts as wilwesses in private cases—Whenever it is considered
necessary to obtain the opinion of a F.P. expert, the documents bearing the
finger prints shall first be sent to the Deputy Inspector-Genersl, C.1.D, for
examination in a sealed cover propetly attested, together with the specimen
finger prints with which a comparison is desired, the specimen beinf prepared
by an officer accustomed to the work. TIn private cases a consultation fee
of Re. 90 per case and photographic costs at the rate of Rs. 5 for each



of Re. 14 (calculated af Rg. 400 per month) = realised shall be crediteg
into the treasury by the court and g copy of the chalan shall pe sent to
the C.I.D. with the letter Summoning the expert. The travelling expenses
shall be made over to the expert on arrival in court, [High Court General

(/) Finger Pring experts, other than those attached to the Finger Print
Bureau, shall not give evidence in private cases without the sanction of the
y Inspector’Gonml, C.LD,

(g) A portion out of the amount deposited in the treasury according to
Bab-pars (e) akove should be paid to experts and photographers of the
inger Print Bureaw. In this  connection, Deputy spector-General
Criminal Investigation Department shall take "p correspondence for approval
of Government every year kewping in view the consolidated amount,

450. Granting of “expert" and “proficient’’ certificates —(q) (1) Certifi-
cates shall be granted by the Deputy Inspector-General, C.ID., to Sub-
Inspectors und experts recruited directly by the Burean who have undergone
a thorough training in the Finger Print Bureau and bave passed the test
laid down by the Deputy In tor-General, C.LD., under the personal
supervision of the Superintendent of Police, C.1.D.

After passing such test, only the directly recruited experts are sent to
Central Finger Print Bureay, Caleutta for a further practical training of
two and half years and they have to pass a second test which is conducted
by All Indis Examination Board located in that Bureay. Those  experts
who succeed in the test are given another certificate.

(#) Those officers of court office (Sub-Tnspector or Assistant Ruph-
Inspector) who have received in Finger Print Bureau, a thorough training for

months under the personal supervision of Superintendent of Police and
have E:ned the test laid down by the Deputy Inspector-General, C.ILD.
shall be given a certificate of “proficiency” by the Deputy TInspector-
General, C.1D,
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traiving is given to them so that they moy bhelp the Court Office in taking finger prints
nocording to necessity,

(b) Certificate to be returned on dischargp or dismissal —Any certificate
granted under the shove rules shall be returned by the holder immediately
on his discharge or dismissa] from the Police force or Bureau,

Print Bureau for g period of not less than three months, and satisfy the
Superintendent of Police, C.L.D., that they have retained their kntowledge
and are still fit to hold the certificate.

451 (@) Scrutiny of slips received  for record.—Every slip received
for record will be carefully scrutinized before being classified, tested ang
recorded, and if found deficient in any respect will be returned with an
abjection slip (P.M. Form no. 91) for the resubmission of an amended or
fresh slip.

(b) Punctual disposal of search slips.—All slips received for search
should be returned within 04 hours of receipt, if possible.

452. Improperly taken slips to be returned.—Each slip submitted for
search, in which the prints have not been taken in the proper sequence, or
are 5o blurred as to render classification difficult, should he returned without
search and fresh slip demanded.

453, detion regarding absconder.—Op receipt of a report that a person
whose finger prints are on record has been declared a proclaimed offender,
or has escaped from jail or from police enstody, or has _absconded  after
committing some offence, a red glip in the form below will be attached to
his Finger Print slip, so that immediate information may be given to the
police by whom the absconder is wanted, in the event of such absconders’
finger prints being subsequently received for search.

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455. The slips of persons reported to have died shall be removed on
a receipt of report from jail. Tn all other cases of reported death the date
of death shall be noted on the slip in red ink. This slip shall remain in
the record for another two years, when it shall be removed and destroyed.

456. (a) In addition to the nbove removals, all slips should come under
examination periodically at least once every year so that those slips which
fulfil the conditions noted below, may be removed and destroyed :—

(1) the slips of those persons who have reached seventy years of age
and have had no convictions for the last ten vears shall be
destroyed.

(2) the slips of those persons who are professional poisoners, note
forgers and counterfeiters, use firearms illegally or are cheats,

| be destroyed only when they reach eighty vears of sge.

(1) Regarding those finger print slips which are kept in another hureaux
also as record, information shall be sent to them on their destruction.

(c) A list of persons shall be kept in the State Bureau whose finger
prints are destroyed aud their index card shall also be destroyed,

457. To whom references to be addressed.—(a) Finger Print slips for
search and record and all references, correspondence and returns of a rontine
nature connected with the finger print system shall be addressed to the
Director, Finger Print Bureau, Patna. The letters ‘‘Finger Print Bureau™
shal! ke written in conspicuous characters; in red ink, at the top left hand
corner of the cover. All other references and correspondence (such as
apnhications for services of experts. remarks in connection with the touring,
experts’ diaries, ete.) shall be addressed to the Deputy Inspector-Gieneral,
C.LD.

(b) A list of the Pinger Print Bureaux of other States is given in
Appendix 28. The Central Finger Print Bureau is located at Calcutta.

457A. Detailed instructions regarding Finger Print Bureau should be
given in separate standing orders of the burean. The set up of bureau, the
description of members, the details of their work and method of routine
work should be given therein.

$17B. (@) In Finger Print Bureau, one Director and some experts shall
ve appointed. Apart from them, ministerial and fourth grade employees shall
alsc be posted but they shall be a part of the C.LD.

(b) The sppointment of Director shall be done hy selection from
experts and its orders shall be issued by the Government on the recommen-
dation of 1. G.'s selection board, The I. G.'s board may also recommend
direct recruitment through the Public Service Commission if snitable depart-
mental candidates are not available,

Nore.—The designations of Director and experts of this Burenv are ‘Chiet Govern.

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CHAPTER 17.

RAILWAY POLICE.
\ '
(3ENERAL.

458. District police rules applicable to railway police also.—(a) The
rules i this manual relating to the district police shall be applicable to the

railway police, unless the contrary appears from the context or from rules
mn this chapter,

(b) The following rules are specially applicable to the railway police :—
Rule 144—Cases in which no first information is drawn up.
Rule 271(b)—Finger prints of persons sent up by the Railway Police.
Rule 360—Crime Directory.
Rule 369—Surveillance,
Rule 383(b) and (e)—Poisoners.
Rule 397-3098—Surveillance of wandering gangs.
Rule 590—Treasure escorts.

Rule 604—TJourney of the President, Vice-President, Prime Minister
and Governor by rail. ‘

Rule 1005(b)-—Bills for prisoners’ diet.

439, Definitions.—(a) The expression '‘railway limits'* means railway
fencing, i.e., the houndary of the line and of all stations, goods sheds, station
vards and buildings on railway land at all stations; also ghats and ferries in
the exclusive possession of the railways, but not lands acquired for blocks
of residence for railway employees at Madhupur, Jhajha, Mokamah,
Dinapore, Gaya, Buxar, Sahebganj, Jamalpur, Dhanbad, XKatrasgarh,
Pathardih, Giridih, Gomoh and Gujhandi on the Fastern Railway and
Tatanagar, Chakradharpur, Bhaga, Mohuda and Bhojudih on the 8. E.
Railway and at Sonepur, Muzaffarpur, Samastipur and Katihar on the N. T,
and N. F. Railways. When the colonies of railway employees hecome too
big and it becomes difficult for Railway Police to keep watch on them, the
Superintendent of Railway Police should take up correspondence for transfer
of railway colonies to distriet Police according to procedure laid down in

Appendjx 4.
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(b) The expression “limits of & station yard" (sce Rule 484) means that
portion of railway lands lying between the two distant signals of a station.

(c) The term *‘missing goods’ is applied to any property entrusted to
a railway for conveyance, regarding which information of short delivery or
non-delivery is given by the consignor or consignee.

{d) For definitions of ‘railway servant’. ‘ferry', ‘railway', ete. see
section 3 of the Indian Railways Act (9 of 1890).

460. The railway police are under the control of the Deputy T tor-
Gieneral, Railways. e

461: Particular Duties of the Railway Police.—(1) The prevention,
detection and prosecution of offences cognizable by the Police within railway
limits, as p_ruoribod by rule 484; (2] the arrest of offenders in cases cognizable
by the police and the detention of offenders in other cases, until they can
be taken before a Magistrate; (8) the reporting of non-cognizable cases to
the proper authorities, as also all instances of oppression or fraud on the

rt of railway subordinates or others: (4) the entry in different police
mnes of offences of all descriptions brought to the notice of the police;
(5) the maintenance of peace at stations; (6) the watching of passengery’
trains when at stations: (7) the reporting to the railway or other authority
of all instances in which the bye-laws are infringed; nnd (8) the enquiry
into all accidents and unnataral deaths occurring within railway limits,

402, Railway Protection Force—{a) A separate organization styled as
R.P.F. has been set up for each railway and is under the conirol of a Chief
Security Officer, generally of the rank of D.I.G. of Police. Apart from
other safely measures, this organisation deals with cases of persons who are
found or proved to have heen in possession of anv railway property
reasonably suspected of having n stolen or unlawfully obtained
fvide section- 384 Railway Property (Unlawful Possession) Aot,
1966]. The TRailway Police have powers fo investigate all
thefts, red-handed captures, etc. but have no powers to investigate other
cases under the above said Aet. If any information about the commission
of an offence under the Act is received, it is passed on to the officer
concerned of R.-P.F. Similarly any information about the commission of
a cognizahle offence is passed on by the officers of Railway Protection Force
to the Railway Police concerned. In sphere of duties to prevent crime,
R.P.F. is responsible for guarding goods and locomotive sheds and yards,
Engineering Workshops, Goods Train while standing at station corners,
Brake and luggage vans, open and closed wagon and sick lines, coal stocks
and all railway offices and building. The G.R.P. is responsible for safety
of passengers and properties carried by them and maintenance OS law and

arder.
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‘) Co-operation between Railway Police, district Police and Railway
Protection force—Mutual co-operation between the Railwsy Police, R.P.F.
and district Police is absolutely essential and the Railway and district Police
shall render such assistance to R.P.F. ns may be possible, but shall not
ordinarily take any part in the work referred to in clante (a). When,
however, there is a serious or prolonged outbreak of crime in any area,
the Security Officer of Railway Protection force or Chief Security Officer
and Superintendent, Ruilway Police, shall collaborate and devise measures
to deal with the situation. The 8.R.P. should arrange periodical meetings
with the district Police, R.P.F. and the other concerned Railway officials.

At the level of Sub-Inspectors, the meetings as laid down in
Enle 479¢h), should be held monthly. Such meetings should be rterly
a1 the level of Inspectors and six monthly at the level of gazetted officers of
the rank of Deputy Superintendent of Police and Superintendent of Police.
The jurisdietion of Railway Police-Stations is given in Appendix 30.

Uopies of the minutes of the monthly and quarterly meetings should be
submitted to the authorities concerned so that prescribed action may he taken
by the D.LG. Roilway Police and Chief Security Officer. Copies of fhe

minutes of the meetings held at the level of gazetted officers should be
submitted to the I.G. Police and I.G.,' R.P.F.

Copies of minutes of emergency meetings should also be forwarded to
the authorities concerned.

163, Ilicit traffic, suspicious characters, etc.—(a) The Railway Police
shall keep o sharp look-out for illicit conveyance of opium and other excisable
articles and for persons travelling with unlicensed arms.

(0} They shall carefully wateh the movements of travellers and at once

communieate any suspieious circumstances to their superior and, if necessary,
to the district Police.

(¢) They shall, if required, assist the district Police travelling on line in

chiarge of conviets,

161, Persons dying within railway limits.—Railway Police shall be
responsible for the burial or cremation in a proper and decent manner, in
accordance with the nationality and religion of the unclaimed bodies of all
persons dving within railway limits. The property of such persons shall be
forwarded, under the general rules on this subject, fo the Judge and the

cust of the disposal of the body shall be paid by the District Magistrate
(see Rule 121).

465. Assistance to the public and railway staff—(a) The Railway Police
shall render to all departments of the railway and to the publie, when called
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:;p;n to do so, all possible assistance not inconsistent with their police
uties,

(b) Infractions of byelaws.—They will at onee bring to the notice of
the Station Master any infraction of the rules and bye-laws of the railway
either by railway servants or the general public. Any such occurrence

together with the action taken by the Station Master, shall ke noted in the
station diary.

(¢) Nuisances.—The members of the Railway Police shall pay special
attention to see that the rules regarding the sanitation and safety are fully
observed by the public within railway limits (see section 120, Railway Act).

(d) Overcrowding.—They shall bring at once to the notice of the

Station Master and enter in the station diary all instances of overcrowding
of ecarriages.

() Infectious diseases.—They shall prevent persons soffering from
small pox or other infectious diseases from entering carriages and remove
from the carriage any person suffering from such disease,

Nore.—Sach porsons commit an offence cognizahlo under section 260, T.P.C., and
section 117, Indiay Railways Act. Tn such cases, a first information report shall be

submitted, the sufferer being sent to hospital, and charge-sheet being submitted after his
recovery.

(fi Improperly travelling in a carriage in motion.—If required by any
railway servant under section 118(2) of the Indian Railways Aect to remove
a passenger travelling on roof, footsteps or footboard of any carriage or on
the Engine, the Railway Police should assist in doing so,

(g} Beggars.—Beggars on the Platform or in the premises of railway
station should be arrested under Bibar Prevention of Beggary Act, 1952
(see Appendix 101, clsuse 81) and removed. Old, sick and invalid beggars
should be sent to Beggars Home after producing them before Suhdivisional
Officer of the area concerned. Beggars of Patna district and adjoining
areas may be kept in “Beggars Home, Patna City'.

460, Tickets and excess fares—The railway police shall have no concern
with the purchase or sale of tickets, or the collection of excess fares

demanded from passengers, except as provided for in section 132, Railways
Act.

467. Not to quard railway property or enquire into mere cases of missing
goods,—The railway police shall not be called upon to undertake routine
watch and ward duties of railway property and they shall not he required
to intervene in cases of shortage er missing goods, or to examine the seals
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of goods wagons, unless they have reason to suspect the commission of
a cognizable offence (see Rules 485 und 486).

168, Cattle trespass.—Whenever cattle are found trespassing on any
railway provided wi':hw fences snitable for the exclusion of such cx_mle, any
servant of railway department may tuke or send such cattle to the m
district police-station and give the officer-in-charge of such station a
memorandum containing the following particulars :—

(1) the description and number of the cattle seized;

(2) the dste, hour and place of seizure;

(8) the name of the person ordering or making the seizure;
(4) the names of the persons who witnessed the trespass.

The officer-in-charge of the station shall send such cattle to the nearest
pound and submit a report to the Magistrate (see section 125, Railways
Act, which provides a special punishment).

469. (i) Assistant Superintendents of Police/Deputy Superintendents of
Police may be posted in charge of specific areas in the railways in addition
to those posted nt the headquarters of Superintendent of Railway Police.
Their duties are to assist the S, R.P. in his work and keep linison with
&1.P.0a, of district Police, local magistrates and officers of other depart-
ments ineluding the R.P.F. They should keep the records and  submit
returns as laid for 8.D.P.0s. of the distriet Police. Their duties would be

analogons to those performed by S.D.P.Os,

Gn (a) Railway Police Inspectors—The duties and responsibilities of
4 Railway Police Inspector ghall be the same ae those of a Cirele Tnspector
of the district Police (see Rules €8—70). He shall specially endeavour to
be on good terms with the railway authorities and acquire an nccurate
knowledge of all railway servants. He shall particularly send all ench
reports and returns which are preseribed for Circle Inspectors of district

Police. The monthly report of work done will be submitted in P.M.
Form no. 8.

(1) Tn case of any serious nceident in his circle, he shall gend information
to the S.D.P.0. and Superintendent and proceed forthwith to the spot.

470. Platform duty.—(a) Officers and men (women police included)
posted on platform duty shall attend the arrival and departure of passenger
traing and shall preserve order on the platform and in  waiting rooms,
regulate traffic within the limits of the station, keep a look-out for suspicious
characters and strungers, reporting their arrival and departure and, with
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the assistance of the rmlwa official deputed for the urpose, search all empt

carringes and make over all uneclaimed property u'; the Station Mastzry.
obtaining n receipt for the same. At the time of arrival and departure of
trains Havildars and Constables shonld be divided by Bub-Tnspectors incharge
of Railway Police into sections, care being taken to see that the offside of
platiorm s also kept in view particularly in that direction where there is
& platform. Hours of duty should be fixed according to train timings. At
the time of arrival and departure of mail and express frains, the officer-in-
charge or in his absence other officer should be present on the platform. In
case of continuous duty for 2 days at night, one night should be given as
rest to Havildars and Constables, If only two constables are posted at
Lulway station at a time one snould be at exit and the other on the rear
offside. While doing this duty. all employees shall be in uniform unless
they are ordered to wear plain clothes by higher ups,

(b) Duties of flying squads—The escort of passenger trains is the
special duty of flying squad, TIn every squad, there shﬁ?l be one Assistant
Sab- r or one officer superior to them and some armed constables
nccording to necessity so that public daing journey by rail have sense of
confidence of their full seeurity, Detailed orders in connection with the work

471, Relations between Police and Railway Officials—(a) All railway
authorities shall be treated with dne courtesy and respeot.

(b) A railway police officer shall do everything in his power to act in
harmony with the railway administration and’ shall always pay deference to
a legal request made by n responsibie railway official. Tn donbtful oases, he
shall comply, if possible, with the request, reporting the matter to his official
superior nz soon as possible. The orders of Deputy  Inspector-General,
Railway shall be final in such circumstances. If the Deputy  Tnspector-
General considers it proper, the orders of State Government may bhe obtained
through the Inspector-Gieneral.

(e) Tf the Station Master of Railway department sends requisitions for
any help in special circumstances to the nearest police-station of the district
in - whicl station is situnted the Police force at the police-station shall render
him all help as far as possible and send information in this connection to
the District Superintendent and Railway Superintendent. The information
abont this ghall be sent to Superintendent, Railway Palice by Dsitriet
Superintendent.

A72. Interference with or by the railway stafi.—(a) The railway police
shall not interfere with employees of the railway in the execution of their
duties. They shall not enter into discussion if charged by any railway
employee with neglect of duty, and shall avoid all altercations or disputes of
every kind.
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() If assanlted in the execution of their duty as police officers within
the meaning of section 853, LP.C., they may exercise their legal power to
arrest the assailant.

(e) Any complaint by a Police officer aguinst » railway employes shall
be made through the complainant’s immediate superior fo the Superin-
tendent, Railway Pohce, who will submit this report to Chief Becurity
Officer with his recommendations. In case in which the Superintendent,
Railways is dissatisfied with the action proposed to be taken, by Chief
Security Officer bhe shall report to I.G. through the D.I1.G., Railways and
the L.G. shall take appropriate action.

473. Reports of serious offences to railway authorities.—The Superin-
tendent, Railway Police, shall, send informations to the Chief Security Officer
of all serious offences with the means of railway department or other
available means.

474, Co-operation  with district authorities.—(a) Superintendents,
Assistant/Deputy Superintendents, Tnspectors and Sub-Inspectors  of the
railway police shall keep themselves in constant touch with the District
Magistrates and Superintendents of their districts as if they were members
of the district Police force, and shall pay them oceasional  visits for tke
purpose of discussing matters relating to the detection and prevention of
crime.  They will see that the staff of Railway Police force show proper
deference to the district anthorities.

(h) District Magstrates shall examimne the registers of railway police-
stations within their districts from time to time and send their inspection
notes to Superintendent, Railway Police. The lntter shall, after consi

it, send a copy of the note for keeping in the inspection note book of police-
station,

(el Relationship between district and Railway Superintendents of
Police —Superintendents of district Police shall e designated as Additional
Superintendents of Roilway Police for the distriets throngh which the
railway line passes. The Superintendents, Railway TPolice may visit any
post in the district police and serutinize records which may have bearing
with railway erimes.

A75. Mutual assistance to be rendered on all occasions.—All ranks of the
district and milway police and village chaokidars shall render muntual
Assistance to each other in the execution of their duty when called apon to
do wo (yee Rules 490—495).

476, District police within railway limits.—(i) The dm&lct police shall
enter upon the lines or premises of the railway only when it is to be done
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in course of performance of their duty, ar when called upon to do so by the

railway suthority. In the absence of the rsilwny police, however, the district
police shull act in all matters of urgency pending their arrival,

(i) Distriet police tempararily deputed to assist in maintaining order
inside railwny limits, whilst so employed, shall be plnced under the orders
of the Senior Officer of the Railway Police present. 1If no Senior Railway
Police Ofticer is present, the seniormost officer present whefher of railway
or district Police will take command of all the Police present. If however,
any doubt arises about the relative seniority of the railway and district

Police officer, the officer of the Railway Police having jurisdiction will take
command,

A77. District vonstables at stations.—(a) The Superintendent of the
district police, where such a course seems necessary, shall depute a constable
or constables who have special locsl knowledge of the bad characters of
their circle for duty at selected railway stations. Constables so deputed shall
wear plain clothes and shall be provided with a special platform ticket,
which will entitle them (1) to sdmission to the platform; (2) to send
a telegram to the nearest railway police-station regarding the departure of
any known suspect or criminal, and () in eases of emergency to obtain
from the Station Master an emergent pass over the railway. A constable on

ylalliﬁtform duty will hand over his platform ticket to the constable relieving
m.

(b) Duties,—The constables shall (1) attend the arrival and departure
of all passenger trains; (2) watch the arrival and departure of passengers;
(8) at station where there are railway police, report to the railway police
afficer particulars of any known or suspected bad characters booking from
the station in order that such officer may warn by telegram the station of
destinations, and through the railway police there, the district Police; (4) at
stations where there are no Railway Police, telegraph such particnlars to the
next railway police-station to which the train 15 proceeding, so that action
muy be taken there; (5) receive any communication from the railway police
for report to their police-stations and, in the case of suspected persons

alighting, send immediate information to the officer-in-charge of the district
police-station.

(0) Note-books—These plain cloth constables shall keep small diary

hooks, in which they shall note any wark they do. Officers inspecting them
will initial these diaries. ‘

478. Minute books—REach railway police-station and each district police.
station, through the jurisdiction of which the railway passes, shall maintain
» book, in which requests and suggestions received from the district and
railway police, respectively, shall be entered, together with the action taken

thereon. These books shall be examined from time to time by the superior
officers of the railway and district police, respectively, in order to ensure that
proper action is taken.

479. Information to be exchanged freely.—(a) Both district and railway
police shall communicate to each other the occurrence of crime and the
movements of bad characters and particularly of wandering gangs or gangs
of coolies working on the line, who are suspected to contain amongst their
members men of eriminal proclivities.

(b) The railway police shall inform the local subdivisional police officer
regarding any ocourrence on the line that may in anyway affect the peace
of his district, or have any bearing on the prevention or detection of crime.
Generally, officers-in-charge of G.R.P.stations shounld attend the monthly
crime meetings held by Subdivisional Police Officers or Circle Tnspectors
throngh whese juriadiction their line passes, with the crime figures for the
month concerned and details of preventive measures taken. The officers-in-
charge of district police-stations shall mark the Railway Police cases on their
erime map. The thana officers-in-charge shonld exchange the list of B.Cs.
and convicts periodically,

o) Instruction regarding the issue of hue und cry notices will be found
in rules 151 to 153.

(d) The Superintendent, Railway Police, shall send copies of all ial
reporta in all important cases to the Superintendent of the gliz:rict oomed
and to the Deputy Inspector-General of that Range. In serious dacoities or
burglaries oceurring in the rnilway limits, the Superintendent of Police may
ke requested to have lae investigation oxpedited by an officer of the district
police who has intimate knowledge of the area and criminals working.

480, Limits.—The jurisdiction of a railway police-station shall ordinarily
be a section of line varying in length with loeal circumstances, but never
greatly exceeding 150 kms. From time to time, according to necessity,
separate outposts can be created with order of Inspector-General with the
Police force of that police-station for surveillance and patrolling but when-
ever the absolute necessity of such outposts remains a new railway police-
station should be set up for such places.

481. Signboards and notice-boards.—(a) The railway administration
shall make provisions for such quarters for accommodation of the railway
police which shall be within railway limits and near to railway police-station
or outpost, A signboard shall be fixed ontside prominently in s conspicuous
place which will be of the same design as of district police-station. Tn case
the platform of station is big, there should be arrow marked indication of
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location of rail police-station nt several conspicous places, Apart from this,
there ghiall be a notice-board also, on which all proclamations and notices
shall be duly pasted.

(b) Unauthorised buildings.—The officers-in-charge of police-stations or
outposts shall be strietly accountable for the order and cg;nllnws of the
quarters. No new buildings, sheds, walls, etc., shall be erected without the
permission of the Superintendent, and in no circumstances are worshipping
places to be erected within the limits of railway police barracks or quarters.

482. Sickness—All non-gazetted officers of railway police, who on
account of not heing well could not take up their duties, shall be sent to the
nearest district Police hospital for treatment. Employees who are not well
shall not return to their duties from hospital unless declared cured by the
hospital incharge. TIn this connection, proper orders should be obtained
from Superintendent of Police. Tn emergent situations, Police officers can
20 to any nearby hospitel but its information should be gent to Railway
Superintendent of Police as soon as possible.

4883. Punishment drill. —Punishment drill should not be awarded to
constahles posted at stations, at which there are no means for the earrying
out of the order, as their temporary removal to s headquarters station for
the purpose involves considerable dislocation of work. When suoh punish-
ment is awarded, it shall ordinarily be carried ont at the headquarters of
S.R.P. or at uny other centre fixed by S.R.P. with the approval of D.I.G.
Railways.

484, AUl cognizable crimes to be jnvestigated.—All cognizable crimes
cammitted within the limits of a station yard, and sll offences in running
goods and passenger trains (whenever they are committed) and offences
against the Railway Act shall be registered and investigated by the railway
police.  All offences committed ontside the limits of a station vard shall be
registered and investigated by the district police. Whether the report of
such a case is in the first inatance made at the district or railway police-
station, it shall be recorded by the officer receiving it, who shall commence
the investigation, sending a copy of the information, to the officer within
whose jurisdiction the case falls, and continning the investigation wntil his
arrival.  As regards railway lines, sidings or ches, which are not
included under section 3(4)(h) of the Indian Railway Act, the Railway Police
can take no action. The district Police having jurisdiction over the areas
where the lines exist should take action and will exercise the same powers
as that of the Railway Police under Railways Act (see Appendix 29, cl. 83).

Nore.—A wtation inoharge or a Circle Inspector of the rallway polics may exerelsa
the powers of an officer-in-charge of u police-station throughout the limita of any police.

486, Rules for taking up missing goods cases.—On receipt of information
of a case falling under class B, the officer-in-charge of railway police-station
shall draw up a first information report and investigate in the nsual way.
If the case falls within class A, or if the information received is insufficient
to place the case within class B, he will refuse to take up the case until
the railway authorities, by means of a preliminary enquiry or otherwise,
have shown that there is reasonable ground for suspecting that a cognizable
offence has been committed.

487. Jurisdiction.—FEnquiry into cases of missing goods which come under
class B of rule 485 shall be taken up by the officer in-charge of the police-
#tation in whose jurisdiction the loss or defect was discovered. If it be
rFubsequently found that the loss actually occorred in  another jurisdiction,
action shall be taken as preseribed by rule 147.

488. First information reports. ete.—(a) The first information reports of
ail erimes committed on the line shall be sent to the court office having
jurisdiction, for their informstion and shall be registered in the usual manner
1y the court officer (see Rules 148 and 511).

(b) Copies of F.LR. shall be sent to the superior Police officers of the
Railway Ptrlioe as prescribed in Rule 148(a). Additional copies of F.I.R.
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may also be given to superior officers of the district Police, e.g., 8. P.,
8. D. . O., or Cirele Inspector under the special orders of the 8. R. P.

(o) In case of rail accidents occurring or when there is a possibility of it,
all facts concerning them should be sent to District Magistrate or Rail
Superintendent concerned. If possible, information may be given by
Pelephione also (for other serious crimes, see Appendix 3).

(d) (i) The following offences should be reported by telegraph /
wireless :—

(1) The oecurrence of serious thefts, robberies and dacoities commiitted
on running passenger trains.

(2) The occurrence of drugging and swindling cases in which
professional eriminals appear to be concerned.

(8) Important captures by the railway police of members of known
criminals.

(4). Escapes from Police custody.

(i) These telegrams shonld be despatched by the officer-in-charge of
railway police-stations concerned, as follows, using the code words noted in

In respect of items (1), (2) and (4) above—
(1) To the Railway Police Circle Inspector.

(2) Ta the ruilway policestations at all junction stations on the
home line.

(iii) Brief details of any person or class suspected ghould always be given,
but care must be taken to make each telegram as concise ns possible.

{ie) Superintendents, Railway Police, on receipt of these telegrams,
shonld use their own disoretion as regards repeating them to the police-
stations on their lines.

() Tt must be clearly understood that these orders relate to the railway
police. - ' :



The district police are not entitled to use the railway telegraph system
free of cost; and all officers of the railway police must dio nndemtnn?tbnt
the use of telegrams free of cost is restricted to cases in which either the
railway company or their passengers are concerned. Information regarding
any cceurrence endangering human life, Government servants or Govern-
ment property should be despatched forthwith to the Superintendent and if
possible to the nearest police-station even in circumstsnces where the
informant is unable to tender payment for the message.

480. (i) Detention of railicay passengers in Police cases.—The adminis-
tration of the railways passing through the BState of Bibar agrees to allow
any passenger, who is detained by the railway police in connection with an
enquiry, or to give evidence in cases occurring on the railway, to continue
lis journey using the ticket originally issued to him, provided that he
presents to the Station Master of the station his ticket, together with
s cenificate in P.M. Form no. 94 granted by the officer-in-charge of the
police-station responsible for his detention. On the strength of this certi-
ficate the Station Master shall issue to the passenger concerned a permit
extending the date for which the ticket was originally made available, and
shull direct the passenger to deliver the ticket and the permit to the ticket
collector on arrival at his destination.

(i) Detention of ralway train.—For reasons of law and order and in
unforeseen public emergency, n Police Officer not below a Gazetted rank
may muke & written request for stoppage of a railway trsin as per Railway
Hoard's letter no. (633 TVI'. IV/14/2, dated 1st January 1964 to all General
Munagers of Railways, The use of this power shall be done with vigilance.
In murder easés or other serious cases, a senior police officer may get
a railway carriage detached so that evidence of finger prints, ete. are not
destroyed.  He may get the carringe escorted to a railway station st any
district headquarters by the first available train according fo necessity.

490, Crime ocourving just ositside railway limits.—TInformation of crime
which may be committed in the immediate neighbourhood of railway limits
(for instance, persons travelling by the train or labourers working under the
railway whose property is stolen while waiting for the trains) shall be commu-
nicated by the railway police to the district police-station, within the limits of
which the crime may have been committed. Should immediate action be
desitable, the railway police shall institute the case and take up the investi-
gation pending the arrival of the district police.
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401, Following up of crime outside jurisdiction.—In cases of crimes
committed within railway limits, which it may be necessary to follow up
within the jurisdiction of the district police, the railway police ehall take
any fegal steps thiat may be necessary ontside ratfway (imits, hué at the same
time shall give immediate information to the district police, who shall be
bound to co-operate to the utmost of their power, reporting their proceedings
to their Superintendént. Mutatis mutandis, the same conrse ghall  be
followed when crimes committed outside are traced to within railway limits.

4992. Procedure when assistance of district police required.—In cases in
which the assistance of the district police is necessary, n brief note of the
caso with o request for assistance shall be sent to the district police-station
concerned, on receipt of which the officer-in-charge shall at once do what is
required and shall record in his station diary the receipt of the information
and a note of the steps taken.

493. Station officer Lo go in person when possible.—When the attendance
and co-operation of the district police is necessary in the investigation of an
offence within the jurisdiction of a railway police-station, or vice versa, the

officer from whom such sssistance is required shall proceed in person, or, if
otherwise engaged, depute an officer to render assistianece.

494. Cases in which aid of district police is always to be invoked.—
Railway police officers shall invariably ask for the co-operation of the district
police when o serious theft or series of thefts have occurred from goods wagon
or sheds, of property entrusted to the reilway as carrier, of railway matenal,
carringe fittings, etc., from station yards and carriages. In case of serious
train robberies or dacoities, action shall be taken to seek immediate help
from local Police.

493, Organised crime.—Whenever the frequency of theft of a particular
section of railway indicates that a gang of professional train thieves is at
work, the Superintendent, Railway Police, shall proceed at once 10 the
locality and concert measures in consultation with the district authorities for

the hunting of the gang.

106, Arrest or recovery of property by district police in railway coses.—
The district police shall give immediate information to the railway police of
property found or offenders arrested by them in cases committed within the
jurisdiction of the railway police and hand over such property and offenders
to the railway police. Similarly, the railway police shall give immediate
information of arrests in district cases and hand over property and offenders
to the district police. In any serious case the Superintendent of district
police shall take up the investigation himself, or direct one of the assistants
to dn so, until the arrival of the Superintendent, Railway Police, when the

case shall be made over to him.
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., 497. Absconders in railicay cases.—In the case of absconders charged
with crime committed within railway limits, the Superintendent, Railway
Police shall send their rolls to the Superintendent of the district within the
local limits of which the absconder lives, or in which the crime was
committed, and the Iatter shall have the particulars entered in his register
in accordance with the rules (see Rule S83). ' '

498. Supervision of cases.—The Superintendent, Railway Police, shall
scrufinize the investigation of cases and supervise serious erime in the same
manner as a Superintendent of the district police (se¢ Rules 48—50).

Rainways Acr Cases.

499. Cogmizable cases.—(a) Tn cognizable offence under the Railways
Act, which comes to the notice of a police officer and the responsible railway
official declines to lny information, the thana officer shall submit s first infor.
mation report himself under section 154, Cr. P. C: and take action under
section 157, Cr. P. €. In this connection, the Magistrate can give proper
orders under section 159, Cr, P. . and action shall be taken accordingly.

(B) Investigation by Railway Police should not be refused under section
157(1)(b) Cr. P. C. if it appears that an important piece of mechanism, th
of small intrinsio value, may amount to grave offence under the Indian
Railways Act,

(¢) Whenever final report or C.8. is submitted in a case in which any
rilway property has been recovered of seized and is to be produced as an
exhibit in court, a copy of the final report or C.8. as the case may be should
be endorsed to railway suthorities. This will help the railways in arrangin
timely delivery ns well as expeditious dispossl of cleim cases in respect o
consignments seized by Railway Police.

(d) When the stolen property consists of a number of packages, it may
be sufficient to make one of them only a material exhibit, in which case the
Police would make over the rest to the real owners immediately,

500. No prosecution for an offence under saction 101 of the Railways Act
shall be instituted sgainst a railway servant without the sanction of the
Superintendent, Railway Police, which shall be communicated immediately
a5 it is aceorded, to the General Manager of the Railwaye. In such cases, it is
advisable to take the milway administration into confidence and seek their
co-operation hefore submission of F.R. or C.8. as the case may be. _ Befare
deciding on the final form, the Police should get their view points on
technical aspects of the aceident in railway accidents of serious nature.

501. Nom-cognizable cases.—The Railway Police shall take sction in
non-cognizable cases under the Railways Act as provided by section 132 of
that Act only when a report is made and signed by an officer duly suthorised
by the railway administration.

The Police shall arrest ouly after giving saelt an intimation. Meanwhile

thoy shall take Steps to prevent escape of the nccused milway servant and
defer arrest until he is relieved of his duties.

. A departare from this procedure may he made only in very exceptional
circumstances and even in such cases, intimation slmu}d be given imme-

dintely after the arrest of Governmont servant to the superior officor
concerned.

SO Arrest of offendere under section 101, Railways  Aet.—{n) The
railway police have been given the powers of arrest withont warrant, undor
section 131 of the Railwats Act, for offences under section 101 of that Act.

Though the use of this power is discretionary, even then this power shonld
be utilized only in the following circumstances —

(1) there hus heen loss of life or sorioms injury o a person;
(2) m person is caught in the comminsion of & grave offence:

(8) the secused is likely to nbacond or to continue fo endanger the
safety of the public.

Wher srrest is made withaut warrant, immediate intimation of sach
arrest must be given to the head of the railway employee's department. In
ordinary cirenmstances arrest should be made after taking n warrant,

{b) When arrest of railway servants for offences under section 101,
Railways Act, is effected by warrant, in the absence of any direction to the
cotittary under section 72, Cr. P. (1., the warrant shonld be executad by
h police officer above the rank of un Assistant Sub-Inspector or n police officer
superior to hig rank. '

Prosecorion op ('ASES.

504. Railway Police Casex—{a) When a raflway  police cass | comes
hafora the Magistrate the papers concerned shall be sent through the eourt

officer convernod.  All the procedures shall be the same which are approved
for the cases of district polics.

(b) Court officers shall submit punetually to the Superintendent, Railway
Falice, concerned a copy of the daily mdertrin] case report (which shall be

kept separately for railway enses) throngh the Tnsneetor. Railway Police nnd
s Subdivisional Police Officer where one is posted.



(e) Intimation of the result of trials and of appeals in all railway police
cases shall be communicated by the court officer direct to the Superintendent,
Railway Police. . :

(d) In cuses where special prosecuting officers of Railway Police are
deputed for conducting their cises before court the court —officer and
s-aswumt Pulilic Prosecutor of district police shall render all assistance to.

G03. Arrangements between railway and district police—The surveillance
of criminals us laid down in Chapter 14 shall remain with the district police.
The watching of bad characters arriving and departing by train and genernlly
within milway limits is a matter of co-operstion betwesn the district und
railway police. In some dlstricts it may be advisable for Superintendents
to depute members of their force to rallwiy  stations situated in  their
respective distriots and in others to plice thetn under the orders of the
Superintendent, Railway Police. Thess details shall be seftled by Superin-
tendents of the railway and distriet Police in consulation. Only men well
acquainted with the bad characters of the district shall be deputed  ta the
railway. 'T'he men shall always carry authorised badges to  denote the
idanm{. and may be in uniform or pot, as is deemed necessary  (kee
Nule 177).

30G. Imformation to be given to paiway  police.~(a) Eael; railway
police-station shall be furnished, through the Superintendent,  Railway
Poliee, by the Superiatendent of the distriet police with a list of all tnpoctant
eriminals vesident in the loeality who are likely to make use of the railway
in the course of committing erime. This list shall ontain the partioniars
of the bad characters given in their history sheets as well as their finger
print formula. '

) The Superintendent of Railway Police, shall similarly communicate
aboat bad chatscters living within vailway limits to district police-stations.

W07, Brchange of constables—(a) Railway eanstables shall he doputed
in turn to the neighbouring distriet police-slations, and the officers-in-eharge
shall tuke steps to fumilisrise the constables deputed with the personal
appearance, hahits, hounts and associates of eriminals known or snapectod
of using the railwuy for the commission of erime. The Superintendent of
the district palice shall replace the milwiy constables sa depated hy sonw of
his own. This exchange is essential on account of the fact that those
oriminals who commit crime in the jurisdiction of railwnys come from long
distancos by trains and can hide themselves temporarily in the ares of district
Police.
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(b) When the Superintendent of the district police has under observa-
tion n wandering or other gang which may use the railway for eluding
:iﬁilance, he shall apply to the Superintendent, Railway Police, to depute

way constables to gain acquaintance with the chief members of the gan%}
these constables’ places being filled temporarily by district constables,
necessary.

ACCIDENTS.

508, Rules under section 84 Railways Act.—(a) The rules framed by the
Central Government under seetion 84, Railway Act, regurding notices of, and
enguiries into, accidents will be found in Appendix 29.

(b) Duties of district police.—By clause 10 of Appendix 29 Superin-
tendents, Railway Police, are primarily entrosted with the duty of investiga-
tion in cases of aceident; but, as the railway police are not stationed every-
where on the lines of railway in Bihar, when a district officer-in-charge of
a police-station receives a report of an accident, he should proceed to the

i and see what is being done. If the railway police are present, he
should lenve the case in their hands, but till their arrival he should make
a preliminary enquiry and see that no suspected persons abscond.

500, Persons injured or killed.—(a) The bodies of persons killed in an
accident may be sent for post-mortem examination to the Civil Surgeon of
the distriet or to the railway doctor, whichever is more convenient; and,
githilarly, persons injured may be sent for treatment to either medical officer.
The police cannot compel & person to go to & medical officer for treatment;
but, if he is required a8 & witness, they may proceed under section 171,
Cr. P. C.

() Charges jor carrying dead bodies by rail to post-mortem centres.—
Charges for carrying dead bodies by rail to post-mortem centres ghall be paid
in cash from the permanent advance given to police-stations under rule 244,
The expenditure is to he reconped in P.M. Form no. 44 [see Rule 207(c)].

510. Special reports.—(a) Special report shall be made to the Mn.gistnte
having jurisdiction and to the Deputy Tnspector-General in  the following

(1) collisions between frains;
(2) attempts to derail trains by obstructions placed on the permanent
way or otherwise; -
(%) aceidents of importance in which several lives are lost, or many
persons injured, or in which much damage is caused to the
ent way or rolling stock, and traffic suspended for
a considershle fime.
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(b) In this connection, detailed instructions are given in Appendix 3.

(0) Magistrates having jurisdiotion,.—The Magistrate to whom reports
should be made of the occurrence of milway accidents and of criminal cases
occurning on railway lines will be found in Appendix 80 (see Rule 316).

(@) All information which have connections with railway strike, serious
erime and law and order with railways must be sent by telephone, wireless
and other medium of communications, ete. to Inspector-General, Deputy
Inspsctor-General, Railways, Intelligence Department, District Magistrate
and Buperintendent of Police, Superintendent, Railway Police and Sub-
divisional Magistrate. Where telephone or wireless service is not available
the railway control phone shall be utilized. For such works, instructions
hiave been given to railway officers for giving help, g

511, Monthly return and review of erime.—{(a) Monthly returns of crime
on railway shall be submitted in the manner prescribed by rule 323. TIts
form shall be P.M. Form no. 62

() The information of all cases of obstructions placed on the ralway
line and of all attempts to derail trains and other information concerning
them shall be given under the following headings :—

(1) Locality (give mile and telegraph post no.).

(2) Description of case.

(3) Result of police enquiry.

(4) Remarks : Causes of failure, preventive measures adopted, ete.

(¢) A monthly crime review shall slso be submitted to the Range Deputy
Inspector-General, as prescribed by Appendix 7, para. 12.

512, Returns and reports.—{a) A list of returns and reports to be made
by Superintendents of Railway Police will be found in Appendix 64.

(b) Registers, files and books.—A Tist of books, registers and files to be
mamtained in the different offices and stations of the railway police and the
periods for which they are to be preserved will be found in Appendix 63.

513. Police arrangements for Mimsters and V.I.Ps.—{a) On receipt of
the tour progmmme of Minister, the Superintendent, Railway Police, will at
once inform all his police-stations and posts along the route.

(b) The platform staff at which the train stops should unobtrusively see
that the Minisler is in no way molested.
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() At stations ut which the Minister joins or lenves the truin and at
junctions and ghats at which changes are made, an Inspector or Sub-

spector should, where possible, be present. He will see that the platform
stall do their duty properly. He is responsible to render every assistance
in lus power to the Minister,

() The SBuperintendent, Railway Police shall be present on the platform
when the Minister leaves or joins the train according ta the instructions given
in the toar programme sent from the offices of the Ministers.

514. Armngements by Radway Police for the Coynanders-in-Chief of
land. navy and air force—a) On receipt of tour pragrammes of Communders
in-Clief of all the three services, all the arvangements <hall be done in the
same manner as for the Ministers.

(¢) If the V.I.P. performs journey by special train armed Police force
shall bhe arranged for his safety at the station where Wie train staps.

515. Transfers between District and Radicay Poalice.—{a) The Deputy
Inspeetor-General (Railways) shall ensure every vear that Inspectors and
those subordinate to him do not remnin in Railway Police for more than six
years. They shall be transferred to the same place where they were posted
previously and the employees from those vory places should be  posted in
their  places. This work shonld he completed evary vear. Tn place of
employees, who are transferred from Railway Police fores emplovees of that
very runk shall bo selected from distriet force. The selection hy D.ILG.
(Railway) shall be final.

1t shall be the responsibility of the Tnepectar-General’s office to examine
that this rule is complied with faithfolly.

(0} There should te a special provision of one defachment of nrmed
Palice force in every Railway Police district. This detachment shall give
help to Railway Police aceording to instructions of Superintendent of Roilway
Police. This foree shall also be nsed | ially for checking ticketless travelling
und for soiution of other specisl |mmms. The Railway Protection Forco
and Railway Police Force Reserve shall be also utiized in this wark in
planned way, -
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CHAPTER 18.

GUARDS AND ESCORTS.
Heerry OF GUARDS.

516. Provision of guards and escorts—(a) Guards and parties of Polics
can be furnished to individuals, commercial undertakings or other depart-
monta of Government (1) from the sanctioned strength of the distriet (2
from an extra force raised for the purpose in accordance with sections 13 to
15 of Police Act [sce Rules 008—1001).

(h) Home Gusrds may also be called up for performance of these duties
if noaes;my. in accordsnce with the provision of Bihar Home Guards Acts
and Rules.

517. Additional Police force for private institutions and other persons.—
Police force can only be supplied to private institutions and other individoals
in sccordance with section 13 of Act V of 1861. The following principles
shall be followed in Jealing with applications for the supply of force :—

(@) The masintenance of order is one of the regular duties of the
Police. 1If it is necessary in sny  Case to employ Police ta
prevent a breach of the peace, the cost ghall be met by

Government. But the necessity for extra Police shall first
be established and they shall not be deputed if the jnstitution
of proceedings ander the preventive sections of the Criminal
Procedure Code is likely to produce the desired result (see
also Rula 409).

(b) Additional police shall only be deputed ot the eost of private
individoals in non-contentious cases, that is to =ay, when an
individual, acting within his rights, finds himself in a position

where the ordinary protection of the police is not gufficient.
Whenever there is dispute, the police force sha!l never be
deputed on the expense of any body [rum ATNODE both the
groups. For example, sdditional police may be deputed at
the request of the proprietor of a mela to keep order amongst
the people ass:mbled theee. Distriet and Municipal Boards
and notified aren committees are not as o rule lisble to pay
for special police protection afforded on the occasion of such
tairs or melas which are in the natare of an established public
function. They may alsn be supplied to any one who has to

money or other valuable property, particulnrly
through dangerous Brea.

(o) 1 there is time for a reference the Supm'ingendent should

consult the Distriet Magistrate before supplying Additional
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Police. The Guard supplied should always be large enough
to enable its duties to be performed efficiently withont undae
hardship to the person concerned.

(d) 1f the 8. P. has any doubt whether the cost of guard should’ be
met by Government or by individusl /institation, he shall
obtain the instructions from the 1.G. in this regard.

518. Deputation of additional police in disturbed areas.—(a) Applications
for sanction to the guartering of additional police in any area under section
15 of Act V of 1861 shall be submitted by the Superintendent through
the District Magistrate and the Range Deputy Inspector-General to the
Divisional Commissioner, who shall forward them to (Government throu%:
the Inspector-Genernl. Tn the applications shall be got-forth in detail thi
grounds justifying the necessity for additional police and also the extent to
which action under the preventive sections of the Oriminal Procedure Code
has failed to maintain pesce. A list, giving the names, the thans numbers
(or, when these are not available, the revenue survey nombers) and the
population of the villages conoerned should accompany the application, n8
well as a draft proclamation in the form given helow and an estimate of cost
of the additional force to be employed (sce lules 908—1001). Tt will be
sufficient if a preliminary approximate estimate of cost of additional police
with coot of ineidental charge ete. is sent up.

519, Inspector-General's sanction.—No permanent police yuard sholl be
supplied withont the sinetion of the Inspector-General. Every application
for such a gunrd shall be submitted to him without deliy, together with @
dlﬂnem of the opinion of the Supérintendent as 1o the necessity of the
guard.

320, Notice of withdrawal —The guard fixed by the Government shall
be withdrawn on the expiry of the term for its eraployment. ‘When  the
party to whom a guard is supplied wishes to return the guard before the
fixed period, ho shall always give one month's notice to the Superintendent
of his wish so that srrangements may be made for recalling the goord  to
headquarters and discharging extra men. The Superintendent shall notify
the party to this effect when a guard is sapphied.

521, Date of deputation and  withdrawal to be reported —When @
gunrd is sinctioned, the date of its deputation from the district headquarters
shall be communicated by the Superintendent to the Tnspector-Creneral, the
Accountant-General and the party to whom the guard is supplied. Similar
reports shall be sent to the same authorities when any chapge is made in
the strength of the torce sanctioned, or when a guard is withdrawn. The
date of the return of the guand to hesdquarters shall be treated os the date
of the withdrawal of the goard. For rules regarding cost of additional
police, (see Rules 908—1001).

ACCOMMODATION AND DISCIPIINE oF GUARDS.

599, Senior officer to command.—(a) When a police guard is supplied,
the senior police-officer present shall take command of all those who form the
guard, whether police, warders, chaukidars or others.

() Responsibility and inspection.—The " officer in command is
responsible for the conduct of his men. the Superintendent shall either
bimself inspect the guard or cause it to be inspected at short intervals,
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529, Accommodation.—(a) Accommodation for police guard shull be
provided and arrangements for water-supply shall: be made by the depart-
ment to which, or person to whom, the wuard is furnished.  As o rule,
proper fencing by barbed wires in series of parallel stands should be
provided for security of the gnard and firearms.

() The guurd-roomn slia'l be within hail and view of the sentey ond so
placed (lint e ean see the interior without moving from his post,

N. B.—Where loeal sanditions render this impossible, or antil U necessary boild:
ing operstions huve hoon completed, communication by elootrie boll shonld be provided.
In uny cas= the sreangetnent should ba such so. that sentry may ermum odente with the
polioe in unmé.n'm and thay may bo able to help the senlry in pmergeney,

() Strength of quard—AlU  guards providing one prmed  Bentry
should have o strength of st least one N. C. O. and four conatables. T
possible, one extra constable should be provided.

504, Standing ordery for guards.—The following are the rules for the
guidance of armed guards, specially to guards over treasuries and mrgazines.
The rules shall he considerad applicablo, as far ax possible, to all armed
guards over prisoners, freastre, AriE, ammunition, o ather property or
persons, For hajat gnard see rule 239, Duplicate keys of the District
Record-Rooms and the Civil Courts shall bie  kept in the custody of the
officer-in-clisrge of the treasury guards in sealed packages with instructions
that they shall only be handed aver toa Magistrate or any Police officer not
below the rank of an inspector.on obtaining & rveceipt :— ‘

(1) (@ Guard-room.—See Rule 523(b) and N. B. thereunder. -

(1) Lighting of quard-room.—A bright light, which ehall be so Inced
that the doorway and any one passing through it are r;ssinly
visihle to the sentry at his post. shall burn all night in the
gnard-mom. The other lamp shall be so placed that the plnce
of sontry is not visible from outside but there is enough hight

for sentry to see around him,

(@) Armi.—(a) All members of guard shall bhe armed with rifles or
muskets ss ordered by the 8. P. Every member of the guard
shall be responsible for proper maintenance and safoty of the
weapon issued to him,

(b) Every member of the guard shall be provided with a strong chain
along with the arm so that he may secure the arm to hia
uniform with it. On no ncconnt shall they be locked into
the “Stand" except when the concerned person is o leave
the guard premises on proper approval of the officer concerned.
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(@) Ammunition.—Ammunitions showing signs of deterioration shall
be returned into stock for practice.

(4) Guard commander—(a) See Rule 522 (a) and (b).

(b) The guard commander shall maintain & small book in which shall
be recorded the number and name of each constable told off
for sentry duty, the time he is due to take post and the time
of relief. The seniry shall be relioved only by the commander
or by his second in command.

(¢) The guard commander is resposible for the safe custody of arms
and ammunition left by any member of the guard temporarily
leaviny the guard premises on  due permission, He is slso
responsible ?:r the conduct and proper discharge of duty by
the guard.

{5y (@) Relief of guard.—(i) The whole guard should be changed at
lenst every three months. Where possible, the relief of the
gunrd shall take place weekly. The duties should be =0 arranged
that relieved guard, as far as possible, is not again deputed to
act us Treasury Guard or Magazine Guard immediately.
Proper roster for change of guard should be maintained and
adhered to and any devistion can be made only in case of
necessity, '

“(#) The Guard Commander may permit individusl members of the
guard during day time to be absent from guard premises
temporarily for essential purpose provided ho considers it safe
and the total number of abeentees does not exceed one-third
of the guard at any time. After sun down, however, the
entire guard should be present,

() Dress of guards—During the day, half the guard shall wiways
remain at the puard-room dressed and equipped; at night the
whole guard shall be dressed and present.

() Sentries orders.—{a) For each sentry posted, there shall be
specific orders by the Superintendent of Police defining (a) the
gentry’s heat and front, and (b) the position of the guard
when fallen in or stand to in emergency. Sentries shall carry
their arms with buyonets fixed and shall carry 20 rounds of
ammunition in the front pouches tied to their waists. The sentry
ghall not keep his musket or rifle loaded even with one round
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with safety catch in “‘safe’” position. He should keep the
ammunitions in the mngazine according to its capaeily or in
his pouch if it has no magazine.

(b) When n sentry, who is to be pasted ot & new post, has reached
the post assigned to him, he shall be ordered to halt and face
in the required direction. The officer posting the sentry shall
then read and explain the orders to him, telling him the object
for which he is posted and showing him the front of his beat.
A copy of orders for each post shall be bung up at the post.

(¢) Bentries shall remain on the alert: thev shall not quif their arms,
lounge or converse with  any one on any pretext, sit or lie
down. take off any part of their uniform or leave their beats
till relieved,

(d) When moving about on duly sentry shall move smartly and always
turn outwards when torning about on his  beat. Special
mstructions regarding this may issue in case of special sitoa-
tions o that sentries do not become an easy target of attack.

(¢) Sentries shall be relieved every two hours

Nomi.—When o sentry defsulis and is put vpon bis trial the officer who posted
him sball be called to prove the ordors of that particular post,

(fy Officers relieving sentries, as well as the sentries, shall satisfy
themselves on the occusion of esch reliel that all fastenings
are secure.

(7) Treasury Guards.—{(a) The old guard shall invariably be relieved
by the new guard when the treasury is opened.

(b) When the guard or officer-in.charge of the guard is relieved,
the treasurer, or some responsible treasury official appointed
by him, shall go round with both the officers going on and

ing off duty and examine the doors and windows with their
fustenings and treasure chests, and each shall satisfy himself
as to the safe condition of everything in the treasury building.

() A joint verbal report by both the officers-in-charge of guard, s is
written in the above sub-rule (b), hall be made to the officer-
in-charge of the treasury on the occasion of each relief of the
gunrd.  The object is that the above rules should be observed.
This information shall be given to station incharge also in a
joint manner,
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(& Opesung and closing trensury.—The treasury building or recep-
tneles for tressure eontsined therein shall on no accoont  be
upetied or Whut by A treasury officer except in the presence of
the sentry and officer on duty.

(¢) An soon as the treasury is opened for the day, the doors and
windows and their fastenings shall be scrutinized, and the
seals, locks, hinges, holts, staples and chains of all receptacles -
“of treasure in charge of the guard shall be carefully exnmined.

{f) When closing the treasury, the troagurer shall summon the officer-
in-charge of the goard and the sentry on duty ut the time and
diteet them to satisfy themselves that every lock snd  senl on
the hoxes inside the trensury buildings i correct: finally, that

(he trepsary doors and windows are seeurely [astened,

{4) Locks, bolts ete. ot of order—A\ special and immediate report
chall be made 1o the oficer-in-charge of the treasnry and to the
Superintendent, or other genior police-offiver at headquarters or
subdivisionnl stations, when any lock, halt or other fastening

is found to he ont of order.

Iy Valuable outwide. treastry.—No box or other ecopticle containing
treasare <hall be left outside the treasury moms.

535, Strong-room rules—The following are extracts of the more
important rules regarding strong-rooms  which  affect police  gunrds. For

the treasury to see that conditions as to manner of storage
expressed in these documents are observed.

() (a) The doors und windows of the strong-roony, shall be opened only
at the time of keeping or taking out coins or other valuables
into it or out of it otherwise it will be kept elosed and locked.

The double locks of the strong-room shall on no account be opened
except by the treasury officer and the treasurer in the presence
of each other and of the commander of the guards and the
sentry on duty. Both the treasury officer and the treasurer will
remain present in the strong-room for the whole period during
which the double locks are open.

(b) The District Magistrate will cause to be placed outside the double

(¢) Tf any officer asks for guards or escorts that are not provided for
by these rules, they shall be informed that they must obtain the sanction
of Government through the head of their department without which the
required guards or escorts cannot be farnished.

527. Guards for Commercial Departments.—Guards shall mnot be
supplied without charge to the Irrigation Department, River Valley Projects,
State Flectrieity Board or commercinl undertakings of public sector or
State and the Central Government. Applications for such guards shall be
made as provided for in rule 526 (¢). (see Rule 998).

528. Guards for jails—(a) No guard ghall be supplied except upon
emergency to any jail without the knowledge of the Inspector-General of
Prisons and the approval of the Inspector-Gieneral of Police.

(b) I on any emergency a Superintendent of Police may think it hia
duty to eupply a guard, the fact shall be reported at once to the Inspector-
General of Police.

532. Guards on tour with Magistrate or Commissioner.—If the District
Magistrate so desires, an armed guard shall accompany him on his visits
to the interior. Such a force is intended as a guard of honour for the
chief execative officer of s district. A similar guard shall be allowed to
the Divisional Commissioner when on tour, the guard being relieved on
arrival at the first camp in the next district.

533. Under-trial prisoners in camp —The extra guard required for the
custody of under-trial prisoners with magistrates in camp shall be supplied
by the police and not by the jail department.

(b} The officer-incharge of the escort shall march his men in proper
order to the place directed and shall be responsible that they arrive there
punctually. He shall report himself to the officer on whose requisition the
party is furnished,

541. Escort not to move without insteuctions.—-The officer-in-charge of
an escort shall not move without written instructions as to procedure en route
from the Superintendent, and he shall not take charge of any prisoner
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or a linatic unless the officer to whom the escort is furnished pays the fare
by railway, steamer or motor, or provides u pass for such person or persons
up to the place at which the journey will cease, and provides food, or money
for the purchase of it, for the person or persons to be escorted (see Rule 544).

542. Care of persons and propeity.—Officers-in-charge of escort parties
shall keep all persons and property under excort as close together as possible
to ensure efliciency, placing their policemen in the rear and on each flank. For
this purpose the oflicer-in-charge shall himself remain in the rear. The fire-

343. Communication with outsiders.—No communication shall on an

(¢) Prisoners and treasure shall not, except under special circumstances,
be sent together. Prisoners need not be sent by mail trains for reasons of
economy but if they travel hy ail trains, extra charges should be paid.

(d) Superintendents shall not despatch treasure or receive charge of it
for despateh by rail until assured that arrangements have been made for
receiving it at the station of arrival.

545. Route.—As far as possible milway and steamer lines shall be
ntilised, and the shortest route from one place to another shall be taken.
Motor services with which arrangements have been made by the jail autho-
rities will be utilised (s0¢ Rule 544).

546. Night travelling —¥scorts shall never f{ravel by night, except
when procesding by rail, steamer or boat, or under special mstructions.
Marches shall be regulated so as to take advantage of police-stations or other
places of security to lodge prisoners and treasure when halting for the night
[see Rule 5T1()].
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547. Receipt to be taken on making over charge.—When an officer-in.
charge of an escort is making over charge at the place of final destination to
the officer authorised to receive the prisoners or treasure escorted, he shall
take a receipt for every person and thing delivered, which he shall submit
to the SBuperintendent of Police office on return to his district.

548. Return of escorts.—(a) FEscorts returning to their station shall be
marched back by the officer commanding in a body, and shall not be
permitted to break off or dawdle on the road. They shall report themselves

at each police-station they pass. As far as possible, police transport should
be used for their movements,

(b) Returning escorts shall be utilized whenever possible for the despatch
of treasure or prisoners to the district to which they belong or any district
on their line of route. Officers-in-charge of escorts ghall, on arrival at their
destination, report themselves to the Police office at district headquarters or
subdivisional Police office at subdivisional headquarters, who shall he
responsihle for ascertaining whether any prisoners or treasure are awniting
transfer to the place from which the escort has come, or to any place en-
route. 1f there are any, they shall be made over to them for escort. The
local officer shnll make nny arrangement that may be necessary for
strengthening the return escort, and shall send intimation to the Superin-
tendent of the distriot to which the escort belongs of the orders he has given
to the officer-in charge of the party.

540. Adiustment of erpendiure.—On retmrn of the escort, the officer-
in-charge shall report himself to the police officer and give an account of his
expenditure. The clerk of the police office shall then fill up the memorandum
at the foot of the escort requisition and return it and the command certifi-
cate with the balance, if any, due to Government, to the head clerk, who
shall file the escort requisition and command certificate with the acquittance
rel or voucher and adjust the aceount, either receiving the unexpended
halance or paying the balance due to the escort.

550. Payment of escort expenses.—I(a) All escort charges, other than
those menrred on account of the escort of treasure from and to a bank,
treagury or eurrency office, which are incurred strictly on account of the
police shall be borne by the police department and debited to *“Travelling
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Allowance", the bills being prepared in duplicate by carbon process in form
no. 194-B of Schedule LIIT (Special Travelling Allowance Bill Form).

(b} Funds for the payment of all road and ferry tolls shall be advanced
to the escort officer. Except in the case of treasure escorts, the Superin-
tendent shall pay for those of the escort party, if not exempted under rules
698 and 1178, whilst those levinble for the prisoners or property_escorted,
ehall be paid by the requisitioning officer.

Should he, from any caase, not be able to proceed hy the train he' intended,
s second message, giving the fime of starting of the train by which he will
proceed, shall be sent, The officer despateling an escort shall lmpress on
the officer-in-charge of it that he shall obey implicitly all orders given to
him by the Superintendent of Police of the terminal station.

557. (a) Respomsibility of the Police for prisoners under escort.—The
respansibility for the safety of prisoners under escort will rest with the polive.
The Police shall be responsible for deciding what precsutions in the way of
tetters, accommodation, ete., shall be provided (see Rules 544, 545, 546).

(b) Females.—On short journeys, as for instance, to o jail in a neigh-
bonring district or from u lock-up to n jail, female prisoners when removed
singly shall be escorted hy one constable only, a man of old age or
respectable  character  heing  scleoted for the purpose.

The above seale is for genersl guidance. The Buperintendent may use
hiz own judgment as to the reduction or increase of the escort if he has
snilicient reason for deviation from the general rules. If a prisoner is of
superior class or is n moember of Parfiament or Tegislature, the Superin-
tendent shall take this decision as to who and of what rank shall be placed
in charge of escort.

(b) It muy be necessary to send the escort armed 1n the following
circumstances :—

(2) When prisoner s known to bave escaped before while being
vacorted or from custody or had attempted to éscape.

(g) The officer-in-charge of the escort shall be supplied with removable
leg-shackles. if such are available, or rope to be temporarily substituted for
handeuffs when convicts are easing themselves (see Rule 58%).

563. Care and examination of handeuffs, ete.—(a) Handeuffs and ropes
shall be supnlied to escort parties bw the Reserve Inspector, TFetters, when
required will be supplied by the Jail Department and kept by the Jail.

M. L. As. ete. not likely to he in possession of dangerouns articles may not be
searched.

505, Adeance of expenses by jail authorities.—A sam of money sufficient
ta meet all exvenses of dieting and carriage of the convicts shall be arranged
by the jail authority by whom the gonvicts are being sent and given to the
officer-in-charge of the escort who shall meet all expenditure on account of
the eonvicts from this fund. He shall keep an account of all expenditure
inenrred on the conviets, and if the expenditore is made at any police-station
or police post or other Government establishment the officer-in-charge of
anch station, ete., shall attest the expenditura on the above account (see Rules

keeping in view the poseibility of delay in journey.
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569, Aceount of expenses to jail authorities.—The officer-in-charge of
the guu:d_sha!l.. on reaching his destination, render to the Superintendent of
the receiving jail a detailed sccount of the funds entrusted to him.

070, Carriage of bedding.—When the clothing and bedding of prisoners
are returned to the jail from which they were received, in charge of the
returning escort, a porter shall be employed to carry them, und in no circum-
stances shall the escart do so. The cost of conveyance shall be paid by the
jail which returns the clothing. In cases when escorts are returning with
vonvicts the latter can, if the load be not excessive, be ordered by the jail
nutho:;ies to carry the clothing and bedding and a porter need not be
engaged.

571. Sickness or death amongst convicts escorted.—The following rules
upply to all classes of journeys ;:—

1) When a prisoner becomes eo seriously ill on the way as to be unfit
for travelling, he shall be left at the next station or outpost, to
be taken, as soon as he can he moved, to the nearest jail, for
treatment. Report of the circumstances shall be made to the
Superintendent of the despatclung jail and the jail to which the
conviet was travelling,

(2) If a prisoner coupled to another falls sick he shall he detached
from his companion, the latter being coapled to any odd
convict there mayv bhe in the party.

(#) Bhould cholern appear on the march either among the prisoners or
the guard. the partv shall halt immediatelv and the officer in
command shall applv for orders to the nesrest station offiesr.

(4) When a prisoner in course of transfer dies, the escort officer shall
make arrangements for the cnstody of the body by chaukidars
or police at the nearby police-station and report the matter
immediatelv to the nearest police-station. The officer-in-charge
of the police-station shall report the matter by the quickest
means to the Subdivisional Magistrate and the latter shall hold
an enquiry into the eircomstances attending the death. The
corpse <hall not be disposed of without the ordera of the said
Magistrate.

572. Firing on prisoners.—(a) In the event of g member of an  escort
purty discovering a prisoner surreptitiously attemp to escape, he shall at
once raise an alarm, but shall not fire upon the escaping prisoner.

578. Escapes.—{a) When an escape takes place from au escort party, the
officer-m-charge shall give prompt notice at the nearest police-station and
proceed with the remzining prisoners,

(b) ‘The officer-in-charge of the police-station shall make all necessary
arrangements for the recapture of the escaped prisoner and shall report the
escape by the quickest means to bordering police-stations and to the Superiu-
tendents of Police, who shall inform the Superintendents of the inirae of
despateh and destination.

(¢) If recapture be not immediately effected, the warrant and documents
relating to the prisoner and his property shall be returned to the jail whence
he was despatched.

574. Negligence resulting in escapes.—(a) Tn most cases, the persons
who are actually responsible in suffering the escape are dealt with but no
effort is made to find out and remove the defects in spite of previous
experience. It has also been noticed quite frequently that apart from the
escort party being responsible for the escape, the officers confining
prisoners do not exercise much caution and eare. When reporting on
these escape cases Suverintendents of Police should send their comments
to higher officers on the parts played by the despatching and receiving
officers and the manner in which sentry duties were allotted. Whenever
anv lateh ie noticed during investigation or trial departmental action shall
be taken agsinst the officer concerned.

(b) If any police officer negligently or wilfully lets a prisoner escape,
departmental proceedings under section 7 of the Police Act should
invariably be taken and the punishment awarded and. unless there are
unususl extenuating circumstances, this punishment hould ordinarily be
dismissal. Prosecution of the offenders nnder sections 223/225(a) L.P.C.
should not be resorted to. unless definite or concrete evidence is available to
show conrivance or criminal negligence,
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RALwAY TRAVELLING,

575. Railway warrants.—(a) In order to afford special  facilities to
police-officers of or below the rank of Inspector travelling on duty, a system
of issuing railway warrants and eredit note has been adopted the rules for
which will be found in Appendix 81. Escorts proceeding by railway shall
be provided with a warrant in P.M. Form no. 98 for the entire journey
w be travelled (see Rule 536). The tickets obtained ‘in exchange for
a warrant shall be transferred to the relieving party as often as required
enroute. The Buperintendent of the despatching district shall issue
a warrnnt for the whole journey up to the final destination, plus a return
warrant from the station at which his men will be relieved. The Superin-
tendents of the distriets furnishing the relieving guards shall provide their
respective guards with a return warrant from the next relieving station to
the headquarters of their own district. If owing to unforeseen circum-
slances escorts ure not relieved at the proper relieving station they should
abtain from the Superintendent of Police of the district where Yy are
relieved the money necessary to enable them to return tc the station where
they should have been relieved. The Superintendent of Police, who
advances, will, on the reciprocal basis debit the amount so advanced to
bis own budget. Claims for travellng sllowance for s journey beyond the
ordinary relieving station should be disallowed unless the Huperintendent
of Police is satisfied that the jommey was necessitated by circumstances
beyond the coutral of the escort.

(b) For earrying arms and ammunition [P.M. Rule 539(a)], Treasure
boxes (P.M.R. 589 and 500\ or other Government property (horses and Police
dogs included), by Rail or Steamer, the facilities of Credit Note, without
pre puyment, should be availed of. This will obviate the necessity of
giving cash to the escort garty for booking the above items. If any light
Railway /Bus or Steamer has not adopted the Credit Note system, cach
payments to escort party would have to be made. Such credit notes giving
the details of items to be escorted should be signed by the officer of the
remitting or despatching unit as per rule no. 1814 of L.R.C.A. coaching
Tariff 19 part I.

575A. Bus warrant.—The rules for the issue of bus warrants to police
officers of and helow the rank of Inspector/Sub-Inspector are laid down in
Appendix 31A.

576. Prisoners to arrive at Howrah i the morning.—All prisoners sent

579. Precautiona i trams—(a) The prisoners shall ordinarily be kept
together 1n one compartment of a lowest class carringe and shall be attended
by the escort, two of whom. when there are enongh men, shall be seated at
ench door of the carringe.

(b) If there be no room far the whole of the escort and the prisoners
n_one compartment, both escorts and prisoners shall be divided, so that
vrisoners shall never he without men of the escort in any compartment, ot
least one being at each door.

(¢) As soon as the train stops at any station the officer-m-charge shall
get out and see that the escort is vigilant and that proper order and
discipline are mamtained among the prisoners. If it is necessary to slluw
vnsoners fo leave the train for any purpose, one man from the escort shall
be told off to nccompany each prisoner. If further assistancy should b
teguired, it shall be demanded from the railway police. Not more than two
prisoners shall be allowed out of the train at a time, and only one when
tie escort does not exceed three men,

S8, Class of rarriages—Treasure escorts shall travel in  the lowest
™ on all railways. Prisoners’ escorts shall travel by the clags directed
by tne officer supplying the escort.

h81, Length of march on road.—(a) When convicts proceed the whole
or part of their journey on foot they shall not be marched mora than twenty
kms. in one day (see Rule 546).
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(b) Lanterns for night journeys.—When an escort proceeds by boat or
road, and one or more nights may be expected to intervene before it arrives
at its destination, one lantern for every ten men, with a sufficiency of oil,
or funds to procure it, shall be made over to the officer-in-charge of the
escort by the Reserve Inspector. In every tent or hut, in which prisoners
are confinod at night, s lantern shall be kept.

582. Halts—(a) When at any time 1t becomes necessary to allow
prisoners to stop for necessary purposes, the whole party shall be halted,
rud not more than two prisoners at a time detached for the purpose. These
men shall have shackles pnt on their legs singly, and, the handeuffs being
then removed, they shall be allowed to proceed to a distance of not more
than twelve paces from the escort. The halting place shall be carefully
selected in a clear and open piece of ground. The handeuffs shall not be
removed until the leg-shackles are securely adjusted and vice versa. Where
leg irons are not available, a rope shall be securely tied round the prisoner’s
waist and one end of the rope shall be firmly held by a member of the
escort party [see Rules 242 and 562(/)].

(b) Ordinarily, two halts shall he permitted in onc day to attend to
necessary purposes, in addition to the anthorized halt to allow the conviets
to cook and eat their food.

ic) When a police-station or outpost lying en route is used as a halting
place, the officer-in-charge of such police-station or outpost shall give all
reasonable aid to the officer-incharge of the escort; but all arrangements
for feeding and guarding the prisoners shall devolve during the halt on the
police escort, subject to the control of the ofiicer-in-charge of the police
Ppost (see Rules 239 and 239A). ,

588. Communication with xtation rn route,—The officer-in-charge of an
escort shall invariably inform the police of any station or ontpost which
may be on his way, of the passing of the escort: and if necessary, men
shall be deputed from such station or outpost to accompany the escort to
the next station or outpost en routs, with s view to prevent eommunication
with prisoners or drivers of treasure carts (Rule 543)e#nd to protect the
party from surreptitions theft.

his custody to the commander of the steamer, to whom he shall apply in
all difficulties for advice and assistance and from whom he shall receive all
orders necessary for the safe custody and well bemg of the conviets.

585. Lscort of lunatics by rond —The following are the rules for the
protection of lunatics in travsit 1o & mentsl hospital (see Rule §77).
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(a) The Senior Executive Medical Officer of the district shall before
despatching a lunatic to the mental hospital for which he is
destined, furnish a certificate of the actual condition of the
patient’s heahh at the time of despatch; and a copy of his
certificate shall be given to the escort fur exhibition to the

R;.lice authorities on the road, and to the authorities of the
ental hospital on arrival.

(b) The Superintendent of Police shall give the escort, their route,
which shall in all cases be the most direct or otherwise the
best route. In addition the escort shall be directed to call at
all the police-stations lying on the line of their route. The
officer-in-charge of the police-station visited or a superior
officer of ivisional headquarters shall, after inspecting the
certificate prescribed in clause (a), enter upon it the date of
the lunatic’s arrival and the facts about his health, noticing
especially marks of violence, should there be any. The entry
shall be copied into the station diary. Should the officer notice
any mark of violence, he shall carefully ascertain how the
violence was inflicted, collecting all the available evidence and
reporting the matter to headquarters, detnining the escort
meanwhile but forwarding the Ilunatic if he is able to
proceed. The officer-in-churge of every succeeding station
shall act in precisely the same way with the addition that it
shall be his duty to inspect, besides the certificate, any entry
or entries made upon it under this rule.

(¢) On the arrival of the lnnatic at the mental hospital, the certificate
with all the entries upon it shall be carefully examined and
compared with the condition of the lunatic, and an entry of
lns condition at the time of arrival added to the previous
entries on the cernficate.

(@) The escort shall not be dismissed, except as herenfter provided,
until the Superintendent of the mental hospital has himeelf
seen the lunatic and gsmpared his condition with the certi-
ficate. After being done so, the certificate, with the
Superintendent’s entry on it, be sent direct by post to the
Magistrate from whose district the lonatic was  despatched.
In no case shall the escort be detained for more than 24 hours.
Should the SBuperintendent of the hospital be {emporarily
absent from the asylum the certificate shall be given to the
doctor then incharge of the hospital.

(¢) In addition to the usual police escort, a female attendant shall
accompany any female lunstic who is transferred from
& prison to a mental hospital and vice versa, or who is
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forwarded for release to the custody of her relatives or friends,
A female attendant shall also accompany any female lunatic
who is sent up for trinl as recovered.

(f) Female attendants shall in all cases be arranged for by the
authority which requisitions a police escort.

686, Escort of prisomers required to give evidence.—Rules made by the
Government of Bihar under sections 42 and 51 of the Prisoner’s Act (3 of

1500) will be found in Appendix 82.

(¢) For Rs, 20,000 to Rs, 1,00,000 ... One armed havildar and two
armed constables.

(d For Rs, 1,00,000 to Ra. 500,000 ... One armed havildar and
three armed constables,

feV For Ra. 5,00,000 to Rs. 10,00,000 One armed havildar and six
armed constables.

(fi Above Rs. 10.00.000 ... X One  Sub-Inspector, two
armed havildars and ten
armed constables,

N. B.—When the sum of money transmitted under police ssoort does not exceed
Rs. 4,000 it shall bo carried by the police themselves, withont the emplovment of
eooly labonr. .

e
588. Escort to treasury when bill or monen sent for encashment or

remittance.—~When a bill is sent to the treasury or hank for encashment or
any money is remitted to the treasury or bank for credit to Government.

a proper escort, according to the scale laid down in the above rule, shonld
be deputed for escorting the money.

580. Strength of escort of treasure by steamer.—When freasure is
conveyed by steamer, the guard can be strengthencd by 8. P, apart from the
vardstick Inid down in rule 587 so that in the dav time. one armed constable
and at night two armed constables can guard the treasnre e sentries.

590. Exscort of treasure by rail.—(a) The escort accompanying treasure on
a railway journey invelving no transhipment interruptions em route shonld
ordinarily be one havildar and four constables, if the treasure is contained
in 8 gingle wagon and a havildar and four constables for escly additional
wagon up o a limit of three havildars and twelve constables, so that at
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stations where the train stops for any considerable time it will be possible
to post two constables to guard each wagon containing treasure (see Rule
502). When the treasure escorted exceeds 10 lakhs, an  armed Inspector
shall be in charge of the escort Tsrr Rule 877,

(b) At the conclusion of the railway journeyvs, the escort shall be
strengthened, on a requisition being made before hand hy the officer-in-charge
of the escort to the Superintendent of the district concerned.

(c) The station master shall give the escort a paper in which the number
of wagons loaded with treasure shall be given.

(d) No escort is necessary in the case of remittances consisting
exclusively of copper, bronze or nickel coins when sent by rail from one
treasury to another but remittances partly of silver and partly of copper, or
nickel coins will be sent under an escort.

(e) Free carriage.—Free carriage in the lowest class on the outward
and return journey may be demanded at the following scale. Thess
concessions will be found in the conching tariffs of the railway and are in
nature of free travel for one or more men according 1o the weight of the

~consignments of treasure :—

() When consignments weigh over 20 quintals and less than
50 quintals—One man.

(i) When consignments weigh not less than 50 quintals bnt less than
100 quintals—Two men. -

(1) When consignments weigh 100 quintals and over—Four men.
Potdars in charge generally muke use of this concession (Rule
1312 T.R.C.A.  Coaching Tariff number 19, part 1). The
above concession shall he available to the Bank only when the
railway warrants are used.

(fi Whenever, thers is a huge remittance, the information is to be sent
1o railway officers earlier so that they may arrange to send the wagon of
proper size at a time.

591. Escort of treasure by motor vehicles.—The minimum strength of
escort travelling by motor vehicles ghall he—

For sums not exceeding Rs. 4.000 .. One copsuble.
For sums not exceeding Rs. 20,000 Two constables.

For sums not exceeding Rs. 2,00,000 One armed havildar and
three armed constables.
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For sums exceeding Rs. 2,00,000 ...  One armed havildar and
four armed constables,

Such sums should be made over to the escort party as far as possible
before mid day as is provided in rule 973,

592. Imstructions for Police rscorting treasure by rail.—The following
mnstructions for the guidance of police officers incharge of remittances of
freasure by railway are based on the orders given in rule 66] of the Bihar
Treasury Code Vol. 1 (1964) and noted in detail in Treasury Code Form
no. 81 and in Central Government Treasury rules Vol. 1, Part II, Sub-
Part 3. These instroctions shall be printed in English and in the regional
languages of the Statn in which they may be required. A copy containing
both an English und a regional language version shall be handed over by
the Treasury or Curreng_v Officer concerned at the despatehing station to the

blank copies of receipts. After copies are handed over, receipta shall be
ohtained from the new incharge as many times as guards are changed. The
blank receipts shall be ot signed after filling it up and then ta back.
One copy each shall also be supplied to the officers who are callag upon to
furnish escorts for remittances by rail, and they shall be requested to impress
upon the Police officer deputed on this duty the necessity for striet and
undeviating adherence to mstructions. These instructions regarding loading
in presence of Police officers and taking charge of documents shall also apply
to transport by roads and steamer as given hereinafter in rules 503 and
503(b).

Instrictions.

(1) The police officer taking charge of a treasure eseort travelling

rail will not see the treasure packed at the treasury but he shall see the boxes
weighed and satisfy himself that ench box is properly secured before it is
transferred to the van and that it is properly placed therein. Before the
treasure is loaded, he shall examine the van and see that all openings and
ventilators are safely fastened and that the van is secure in every way. If
any defect is found he shall immediately bring the matter to tha notice of
the Station Master and unless they are remedied or another secured van
provided, he shali decline to load the treasurs and forthwith report the
matter to the Superintendent of Police and the Treasury or Bank Officer.

(2) The escort should be accommodated in the bruke van attached to
the treasure van, or in the end compartment of the carriage next adjoining
the treasure-van, and the doors of the escort's carriage should never be
lucked.
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(3) An officer relieving an escort will see that the numbers of the
wagons agree with those given in the tlank receipt tendered for his signature,
that the locks as well as all openings and ventilators in the van are seoured
and that the locked doors of the van cannot be opened,

(4) The officer-in-charge af the escort should he provided with a lantern
which will burn all night. A sentry will be cansed to alight at every
stopping place and to ascertain that the locks have not been tampered with.
At all stopping stations, where trains hait for any longth of time, two
sentries should be detailed to each wagon, whether the number of wagons
containing treasure is great or small.

(5) In case of a breakdown separating a convoy, the officer-in-charge
should separate his party in two parts and will attach himself to the wagon
containing the treasure.

(6) On delivering the hoxes at the treasury or bank concerned to which

thev are addressed. the escort officer shall obtain a receipt for *"............ bags
#aid to contain............ coing to the value of Ra. ............ oAl O R
hoxes with marks and weights detailed in the invoice, said toWontain.........
coins to the value of Rs. ............ ", If any box be of short weight or show

gigns of having been tampered with, it should he opened in the presence
of the escort officer: otherwise he should be given permission fo retomn
at once.

The receipt to be used by a relieving escort should be in the following
form :—

“Received charge from............ police officer of............district of
railway wagon no............. said to contain............ boxes aggregating to
R svvsiniiic (and =0 on). The wagons were duly locked, the openings and

ventilators were secare and one key for each made over. Receipts to be
given by other relieving escorts are also acknowledged."

Nore.—(i) The number and pontents of onch waeoti shoold be dotailed in  case of
8 bresk down. The receint should be in Fnglish, if the police officer is noquainted with
that langnago; otherwise, in the officer’s State langunge.

(i7) Tressury and Bank Officor, when taking charge of freasure from u guard, shall
examine the command certifionte and shall ouly take over the froasore from the officer-
named in the command certifiostos ns the officer.in.charge of the guord, Thay will st
the mame time oheek the strencth of the escort against that noted in fhe command
ocertificate and note any difflerence that thore may be. When all is correet they will
meraly sign the command certificate,
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(7) Whenever any breach of these rules occurs, the officer-in-charge of
the escort must insist on the treasure-van bheing detached from the train,
and should immediately telegraph the fact to the remitting officer, to his
own departmental superior and to the Traffic Manager of the railway.

(8) When & potdar accompanies n remittance, he is respousible during
the whole course of the journey for the contents of the boxes and the police
guards act as an escort. The potdar will not interfere in any way in the
performance by the ascort of its legitimate duties but he must be permitted
to satisly himeelf that all necessary precantions are being taken. In the
event of damage ocourring to a box, it is the duty of the potdar to take
over any coin that may fall out and to verify the contents and repack the
box, if repacking becomes necessary. The escort officer must not permit
the potdar to be interfered with in the execution of his duties.

598. Packing of treasure,—{a) Treasure for remittance shall he packed
in stout bags tied and sealed after u slip of paper has been placed in each.
‘This chit will contain the name of the treasury or bank at which it was
packed, the tale and description of the contents and the name of the person
who counted the contents. The trensury officer or manager of bank shall
satisfy himself generally of the contents of the bags.

(b) For journeys by road, the bugs may be packed in treasure tumbrils,
or in large chests placed in carts at {he door of the treasury in the presence
of the treasury officer or officer of the hank. For journeys by rail or boat
or (if convenient) by road, they shnll be packed in stout boxes capable of
containing Rs. 4,000 to Rs. 6,000 each. They will be screwed and bound
with iron withont gunny covering or ropes, and the hoops ghonld he rivetted
together where these cross. Everv box shall have the name of the treasury
or bank of despatch cut into or painted on it together with a number.

304. Custody of keys of treasure chests, ele.—If uny chest, tumbril or
wagon econtaining treasare be secured by dontle locks, the key of one shall
be held by the potdar and of the other by the escort officer. If there be
only one lock, the key shall he held by the potdar, but the escort officer shall
not allow the chest or wagon to be opened before arrival at its destination,
gave in case of a breakdown, when the treasure shall be moved to another
chest or wagon in his presence. In the case of remittances sent without
potdar, the keys shall be entrusted to the escort officer in a sealed cover,
which shall not be opened exeept in the emergency noted above.

595. Weighment of treasure sent by steamers.—When remittances are
sent by steamer the weight of each box shall be taken and noted at the
time of its receipt on board the steamer. This shall be done in the presence
of the agent of the treasury if there be one acoompanying the treasure on
behall of the treasurer.
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596. Buoys for treasure by boats.—The officer-in-charge of the treasure
escort shall see that each box designed for water conveyance, or having to
cross any stream by boat is a by & rope not less than 10 metres fong
to a buoy, formed of a piece of unsplit bamboo or other floating material,
The rope shall never be wound about the box, but shall be loosely coiled
with the buoy upon the box, so that, in the event of the boat sinking, the
buoy may readily indicate the position of the treasure and lend to its
recovery.

697. Responsibility of escort officer—The officer-in-command of the
escort shall be responsible only for the preservation and safe delivery of boxes
or cases mude over to him with unbroken seal, untampered with, and in the
condition in which they were committed to him. He shall refuse to take
charge of ug box or package which bears any appearance of having bi¥en
tampered with. -

598. Invoices.—(a) Invoices shall be prepared in triplicate, one copy of
which shall be made over to the escort officer. He shall give ths marks
on every tumbril or chest, und the number of contents of each, and the
marks and gross weight and the contents of every box. The escort officer
shall count the bags ss they are being stowed in the tumbril or chest and
shall see the boxes weighed, and shall sign the receipt at foot of each copy

of the ;nyoice as responsible for *............ bags packed in............ tum
o A boxes of marks and weights, as detailed above, said to
contain............ coins to the value of Rs ............ e

The blanks shall be filled up in words and if the escort officer be ignoraunt
of English, he shall -be required to write in Hindi the number of bags or
boxes which he has received on the copy to be retained by the Manager of
the Bank. '

(b) Each invoice shall also be signed by the police officer to whose care
the parcel is entrusted when notes are sent under the charge of a guard;
but the police officer is not required to count the notes, as his signature is
only a receipt for a packet said to contain certain notes.

509. Halts at railicay stations—Whenever 4 police party escorting
treasure has to halt at a railway station, the officer-in-charge of the escort
shall ask for the assistance of the railway police in securing a proper place
in which to rest and to keep the tressure. One of the rooms used by the
railway police as o station-house shall ardinarily be given up for the night.

-~

600. Arrival of {treasure om holidays.—Officers of treasury and
Banks may not refuse to receive remittunces on the ground that the day is
an authorized holidny. However, the despatching officer should avoid
sending remittance as far as possible which would reach destination on
holiday.
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ERCORT 1O AND FROM SUsDIVISIONS

G0L. Weekly escort to and from subdivisions.—a) Escort for prisoners
from subdivisions shall be supplied from the distriot police a8 Inid down in
‘Subsidiary Jail Manual’, Rule 176. Subdivisional Judicial Magistrates
requiring emergency escort shall write or telegraph to the Superintendent
to supply them and shall never, except in cases of immediate necessity apply
to the subdivisional police officer to supply them by withdrawal of men
police-stations. Tn cases of immediate necessity, the Subdivisional Jodicial
Magistrates shall give o written requisition to the subdivisional police officer,
which shall be sent in original to the Superintendent after complisnce.

(b) Subdivisional treasure escort sholl be suppli:d on requisition, as
reqhiced from time to time. Munsif courts which age situated at the district
and subdivisional headquarters are required to send their remittances to the
local treasuries or Banks through their civil court peons. In other cases, or
where the sub-treasury is closed and it is urgently necessary to send
a remittance direct to the district treasury or Banks, police escort may be
requisitioned.  The provisions of rules 541 and 557 to 600 shall apply.

(¢) Treasure escort proce>ding to and returning from subdivisions
should be used, whenever possible, for the escort of prisoners, property,
diary, forms, ete. '

(d) Police officers incharge of subdivisions shall issue orders to officers-
in-charge of police-stations and outposts in their jurisdiction to send to the
court officer sll articles they wish to be conveyed to the district headquarters
ot lenst one clear day before that fixed for the escort 4o leave the head-
quarters of the subdivision on its return journey to the district headquarters.

602, Court officers’ duties.—(a) Court officers shall collect and have
ready for the escort the articles received from police-stations and outposts,
prisoners, treasure, ete., awaiting despateh to headquarters. They shall also
see that a conveyance is provided by the officers sending treasure and other
bulky articles, and for prisoners unable to march.

(b) Court officers shall pay particnlar attention to the rules regarding
escort of prisoners and treasure contained in this chapter, and when they
fird that the number of prisoners or the amount of treasure, etc., is greater
than the guard sent from the headquarters is authorized to take charge of,
they shall at once bring the fact to the notice of the subdivisional police
officer, who shall supplement the goard with the necessary number of men
from police-stations, and the responsibility that the guard is strong enough
for the duty required of it shall rest with him. In the absence of the
subdivisional police officer, the court officer shall perform this duty himself,

(e) Men supplied from police-stations to strengthen guards shall be
relieved at the next police-station on the line of route.
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EsocorT vor Troops,

608. March of traops through a district.—(a) The District Magistrate shall
invariably, when receiving an indent for supplies for a body of troops about
to march through his district, notify the fact of the approaching arrival of
the detachment to the Superintendent intimating at the same time the
places at which the troops will encamp and the date on which they may
bo expected to arrive at each place. -

(b) Duties of police when troops enter district,.—7The Superintendent,
on receiving this notice, shall at once depute -an officer with &  sufficient
body of police to meet the troops as they enter the district and to remain
with them during such time as they are in his district, or until they are
relieved by a similar police force from the next district that the troops enter.

(¢) The strength of the police shall be as follows :—

(1) for every battery of artillery, one armed Sub-Inspector, one
havildar and six constables,

(2) for every infantry or cavalry regiment, one Bub-Inspector, one
havildar and six constables.

(d) The officer-in-charge of the police shall place himself under the
orders of the Officer Commanding, to whom he shall report himself morning
and evening; and shall take care that no person of bad character, or wander-
ing gipsies, be allowed near the camp or line of march. The duty of the
Police deputed with o regiment on the mareh s of a preventive and detective
nature only.

(e) The Superintendent shall be careful to depute men of tact and
judgment on this duty, and ofticers-in-cliarge of police-stations op outposts
oh or near the line of march shall be instructed to attend to uny requisitions
made from the police ollicer with the troops and to be on the alert as to the
movements of bad charmcters in the neighbourhood of the line of march,

(f) The Superintendent shall always notify the deputation of his men
t the Officer Commanding the troops by an official letter, which shall be
handed to the QOfficer Commanding by the incharge of the police force when
reporting his arrival in camp, Similarly, when that officer is relieved by
a body of police from another district, he shall go up to the Officer
Commanding in compuny with the officer relieving him and report the fact
of his relief before leaving the camp and marching his party home.

Guaxp oF Hoxour axp Personar Escorts

604. (a) BEscort for the Pregident, Vice-President, Prime Minister and
Governor.—The rules for Police arrangements  in  connection with the
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protection of the above dignitaries sre contained in pamphlets issued
eoparately by Central Government and State Government. The following
instructions are general indication of the formal requirements but do not
apply to officials who have specific duties to perform at the place of arrival
or departure or journey or stay, Such officials should necesssrily remain
present at the dlaces specified :—

(i) There are three types of visits.—(1) Public, (2) Oficial, and
(3) Private. Except the President, the visit of the remaining
dignitaries are classified only as official or private.

Notk.—When ths President visits officially the ospital of a State for the first
time after assumption of office, the visit is *‘Pablio” and {oreign consular
repredontatives aro also invited but all ssbiequent official visits to »
espital or first official visit or any subsequent officia) visit to any place
other than the oapital are classified as ''officiul",

(i1} President’s pisits.—If th= visit is public and to the State capital,
or any other place or official /private at Patna the Inspector-
General will receive and see off the dignitary. TIf the visit is
official/private and to any place other than Patna thie duty
will be performed by the Range D. 1. G, or the 8. P. having
jurisdiction. A

(i) Vice-President's visit.—For official visit to Patns, Inspectar-
General will receive and see off the dignitary. For official
visits out of Patna, this work will be done by the Superin-
tendent of Talice. If the Vice-President is making a transit
halt either at State capital or any other place in course of an
official visit, a Police Officer deputed by the State Government
may be present to render such assistance as may be necessary.
In cace of a private visit, a police officer to be designated
should be present to render necessary assistance. X

(iv) Prime Minister's virit.—If the visit is official and to Patna, the
Inspector-General will receive and see off the dignitary. If it
is a visit to any place other than Patna, this work will be
performed by the seniormost police officer of the district. If
the Prime Minister is making a transit halt in course of official
vigit at Patna, a police officer deputed by State Government
may render necessary assistance. If the Prime Minister is
mniing a transit halt at any other place, a senior police officer
should be present there. TFor private visit whether in or out
of Patna, a senior police officer to be specially designated
should be present to render necessary assistance.

(v) Rajyapal (Rajyapals of other States included)—Whenever there
‘is an official visit of Rajyapal at district headquarters, the
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District Superintendent of Paolice shall be present at the time

of his arrival and departure and if this visit is at the district

headquarters of the D. I. G., the Range D. 1. G. will also do

the same. For all official visits at any other place, a senior

officer should be deputed by the State Government to perform

this duty. It iz not necessary to make such arrangement if

the gisit is by night or in transit unless the Rajyapal desires

any $pecial arrangement to be made. No arrangement need

y be made unless required if the visit is private. When the

programme of Governor of this State is of semi-private or

private nature, for which no programme is issued, or when

Governor passea throngh a part of distriet without halting,

personal attendance of 8. P. or any officer is not necessary

unless le is specially required to meet him. When his

programme is at headquarters the presence of Superintendent,

Assistant Superintendent or Deputy Superintendent, is nof
necessary unless he is specially asked to do so.

Norg.—No police officer, whose pressnce ls not required, need be present for

this purpose.

(b)(i) When any of the four dignitaries are travelling by train, the S.R.P.
shall accompany the train unless required for duty elsewhere in which case
the procedure given in wub-rule (i) will apply. [For dress see Rule
1054(d)]. ‘

(i) In the case of other journeys by President, Vice-President and
Prime Minister, the police arrangements will “be completely under the
command of the D. 1. G. so long the visit of the V. 1. P. is within his range
excepting for journeys by railway for which instructions are given in sub-
rule (i) above.

e D. 1. G. is not required to be in personal attendance during the
tonrs of the Governor unless his presence is specially ordered, or unless he
considers it necessary for particular reasons to take charge of police arrange-
ments. In the case of Rajvapals of other States action as required for the
State Governor will be taken.

(iif) Superintendent of district through which the President, Vice-
President and Prime Minister tour, shall remain completely in charge of
police arrangements throughout such tours within his jurisdiction. Only
in a very exceptional situation he may be ahsent but on such occasion
action will be taken in consultation with the D. T G. und the Chief Personal
stafl officer of the dignitary to place any other officer on the duty. The
same rules will apply to the visits of the Btate Governor.

“(1¥) When the Governor of one State vigits another State officially, he
will be received by the Superintendent of Police but for his tours in the

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interior, another gazetted officer may be deputed to accompany subject to
security arrangements as laid down above. For security arrangements, the
Governor should inform D. 1, G., I. B. of his State who will inform
D. 1. G.; 1. B. of the eoncerned State. /

(¢) Dress.—On all ceremonial visits full uniform including sword and
meduls will be worn by the officers receiving or seeing off the gigm'tary but
on less formal occasions only medal ribbons may be used and when employed

on other duties working dress will be nsed by sll ranks (see Ryles 1053,
1054 and 1055).

605. Visits of Chief Minister or Minister—{a) When a Chief Minister
or State Minister visits the hoadquarters of a district in his official capacity
and he has given due notilg of the date and time of his arrival and has not
expressly dispensed with the ceremonial or  with any part of it, the
Superintendent, unless he has obtained exemption from attendance, shall be
present at the railway station or airport or at a fixed place where the above
Minister would arrive and with other officers of district rank, shall receive
the Minister on the platform. In the same way, the Superintendent shall
be present at the time of departure also. If the time of arrival or departure

is between 10 r.x. to 6 A, it will not be necessary for the Superintendent
to be present.

() When the official visit is to the headquarters of a subdivision, the
Assistant or Deputy Superintendent of the Subdivision shall be present at
the railway station and receive the Minister. The Superintendent need not
attend unless the Minister has expressed a wish that he should do #o,

(¢) When the official visit is to a station which is neither the head-
quarters of a digtrict nor of a subdivision, the Minister will be met by the
officer-in-churge of the police-station unless he is unavoidably prevented
from attending.

(d) When the Chief Minister or State Police Minister during his visit
combines both official work as well as personal or political work, it will nat
be necessary to receive him but the 8. P. ghould call on him sfter his

arrival.

(v Visits of Chief Justice and other Justices of the Supreme Court and
of the Chief Justice of Patna High Court.—The courtesies indicated in
clauses (a) and (b) of this rule shall also be shown to the Chief Justice and
other Justices of the Supreme Court and Chief Justice of Patna High Court.

(i When the Superintendent (or, in the case of _ subdivisional head-
quarters, the Assistant or Deputy Superintendent) desires exemption from
attendance, he should write to the District Judge, if the visitor is a Justice
of the High Court, and in other cases to the Distriot Magistrate.
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6054, Union Ministers Ministers of State and Deputy  Mindstors —
(1) In the cuse of the visit of a Union Minister, ete. to the headquarters of
4 district or a subdivision, whether official or otherwise, it will not be
Biecessary for any Police Officer to receive or see him off. If the Minister,
State Minister and Deputy Minister requires the presence of any particular
Police Officer for official work Le should indicate in his tony programmeo.

(1) No Police Officer is required to accompany a Minister, ete. on tour
unless specially required to do so. Officers are also not required to interrupt
their normal ‘work to be present at social or other functions which may
be attended by a Minister unless the latter specially desires them to do so,

(1) The above instructions will apply mulatis mutandis to the visits
of Ministers (including Deputy Ministers) of other State.

OD5B. Visits by other dignitaries.—(a) These rules will apply mutatis
mutandis to visits by other dignitaries ineluding Wreign dignitaries. In case
of every foreign dignitary instructions should be received from the Govern-
ment through the I, G., Police. In cnse of any doubt the 8. P. will ask
for guidance and instructions from the Range . I. G. who may refer to
the L. G, if necessary. '

(b) The orders relating to receiving and seeing off the Govertior of the
State yiven in Rule 604(a)(p) apply to official and private visits of Speaker of
the Lok Sabha, Central Government Ministers/ Ministers of Stute /Deputy

Ministers and Deputy Speaker of the Lok Sabha and Deputy Chairman of
Rajya Sabha. :

N, B.—The shove Inetraotions da nat apply to officiale who have specifie  duties to
perform at the place of arrival or depurtare of any Minister in conncetion with the
arrungements or for protection and security,

The same courtesies shall be shown to Speaker of Legislative Assembly
and Chairman of Legislative Council which are shown to Cabinet Minister
of State '

The same courtesies shall be shown to Dcsgty Speaker of Legislative
Assembly and Deputy Chairman of Legislative Council which are shown to
State Minister of the State on the occasion of his journey, 4

606. (a) Guards of Honour.—(i) Except when military guard is
provided a guard of honour shall be detailed to attend the public arrival and
departure of the President of India during his official visits. The stren
of the guard shall, on such occasions be 2 Sub-Inspectors, § havildars and
100 constables or one company of the Armed Police.

The guard of honour will be under the command of a Superintendent of
Police or under & Commandnnt of a Battalion of the Bihar Armed Police,
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. (i) No guard of honour will be provided for the Vice-President and
Prunp Minister during their tours except on very special oceasions such as
publie wrrivals and departures at which as mark of respect it is arranged
to receive the V.I.P. in a ceremonial manner. The strength of the guard
will be the sume as for the President.

(it} No guard of honour is to be furnished for the Governor of Bihar
during his tours, except when the Becretary to the Governor specifieally
indicates in advance to the contrary. When a Governor arrives to take over
his appointment or departs on relinquishing such appointment he must be
given a guard of honour. When a guurd of honour is arranged for him, its
strength shall consist of 2 Sub-Inspectors, 4 Havildars and 50 constables or

two platoons of armed police The same arrangement shall Ye for Gover-
nors of other States also.

This guard of honour shall be under the command of an Assistant or
Deputy Superintendent or under an Assistant/Deputy Commandant of Bihar
Armed Police force. F

(b) No guard of honour will be provided for any Minister of the Centre
or of the State, unless specifically ordered, when necessary. Such guard shall
consist of 1 Sub-Inspector, 2 Havildars and 24 constsbles and an Assistant or
Deputy Superintendent shall hold its command.

(c) Guard of honour shall not be detailed for the salutation of any other
official without the express orders of the Inspector-General. When circam-
stances are such that it is difficult to arrange a guard of honour of the requisite
strength the namber may be reduced, but any diminution in numbers will
not affect the honours to which the personage is entitled.

(d) Guard of honour shall not be supplied after '‘Retreat’” or before
“Reveille'.

(e) National salute, General salute and National anthens —If » band is
present, the National anthem shall be played for the National salute, only on
ceremonfal oceasions. This salute will be confined only to the President and
the Governor (within his jurisdiction).

Nore.—""National Salete’" means the command of National Salate, present arms
" o the accompanimont of the National Anthem.

The National Anthem should not be played for the Prime Minister or the State
Chief Minister or other Ministers unless spocialiv ordered. Orders in such
ense will be obtained from the Inxpeotor-G_eucnl's Office: otherwise, when
compliments are to be paid to theso dignitarios, 'General Salute" will be
given. In General Salute, the music of General Salute will be played on
band und nos the National Anthem [se¢ Rule 602(1)).
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N National Anthem.—There sre two versions of the National Anthem,
viz, (:2 the full version comprising of the first stanza of the song “Tana Gana
Mana™ (playing tima 52 seconds), and (i) a short version consieting of the
first and last lines of the same stanza (playing time approximately 20 seconds).
The foll version of this song is played on the following oceasions :—

When President or Governor is present on ceremonial oceasions and
at Republic Day and Tndependenco Day parades. The ghort
version is played on all other ceremonial occasions. A
receptions of foreign dignitaries, the full version of national
anthem of dignitarv’s country is plaved first followed by the
full version of National Anthem of Tndia. See booklet of
instructions of Government of Tndia on national song,

606A. In processions comcorning fumerals.—The Government of India
have issued special instructions which indicate the general requirement.
However, on each occasion, separate orders will be issned. Detailed rules

regarding funeral parade are given in Bihar@overnment Cabinet Secretarint

and Co-ordination Department letter no. A/M 5-101/75-M.  Bectt. 1160,

607. Compliments by quards and sentries.—(a) Guards, incloding gnarda

608. Guards at block headquarters.—The static goard of a Police force
nt block hendquarters or at another place shall give guard of honour accord-
Ing to above noted rule 607- The block development officer or officer of his
equivalent rank shall bs given honour according to the procedure laid down
for Circle Inspector. Tn case of other guards, the chief controlling officer
of the office, where the guard is deputed, shall also be given honour preseribed
for the officers of the equivalent rank,
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CHAPTER 19.

RESERVES.
ORCGANIZATION OF THFE RESERVE.

609. Orgmwisation of the resorpe.—The reserve at the headquarters of
o district is divided for purposes of organisation into the armad police
reserve and the ordinary reserve.

610. Ordinary reserce.—(a) The Ordinary reserve is maintained to
supply guards, escorts nnd drivers for police m?r vehicles, to strengthen
stations snd outposts in emergencies, to furnish parties to attend magis-
trates' courls and to fill vacancies cansed by leave, deputation for training
and casnalties. Tt shall remain under constant drill and instruetion, and,
as it forma the rucleus of the distriet police, shall receive the particnlar
attention of the Superintendent.

(b T.eave snd Training reserve i sanctioned al 18 per ecent in  the
rank of Constables for the total strength of constables, Havildars and A.S.Is.
For Inspectors and S.Ts. T..T.R. at 18 per cent is sanetioned in the
rank of S.1s. The leave reserve component will ba placed at the warions
posts to provide substitutes in leave vacanCies and the training reserve will
be left at each district headquarters for filling in the gaps arising out of
officers of varions ranks being sent ont for initial or refresher/promotional in-
zervice training conrses,

{o) Besides these, there shall be members of ““fallowers’ cadre'’ such a8
barbers, washerman, hospital cooks, ward servants and sweepers, ete.

611, (a) District armed police~The district srmed police reserve is ¥
part of the reserve, which % kept distinet al headquarters in readiness for
Aealing with anv Jocal disturbance. Thiz reserve shall always be kept
intact and un {o full strength: it shall he thoronghly efficient in dril] and
mnsketre and a high standard of discipline shall be maintsined.  Tf shall
be conatifuted by taking them from the ordinary police force of the district,
out of which ag many men ag possible shall pass  through the armed
reserve hefore or after fraining in Constables Training Schnol but in post-
ing men to this foroe nltimately for the period  given below, Superinten-
dents shall give attention fo physical qualifications ang class aptitnde for
military dntiea. TIn case of persons whoss nosting in  the armeq police
reserve is not  unpopular, there will ba no  Fmit to the time a constable
may be retained in this force: but in ease of others where it is distastefnt,
ihe term of service mav ordinarily he limited to ronghly 5 vears. This
strongth of the armed police reserve to be kept in each district is shown in'
Appendix 33.
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(b) Anchal force.—It iz a part of the district armeg police put ear-
marked for specifie duties of guarding the treasuries kept at Blook/Anchgl
hesdquarters. The men of this force shall be taken for this duty for six
months roughly in rotation.

N. B—All watters connected with reserve shall function under un offiver of the rank
of Tnspector [to be designated s= Reserve Inspectorl.

(¢) Buglers.—There should be at least one bugler in every district
headquarters who shall give indication of time according to necessity at
the residentinl headquarters of genera] reserve force in a distriet. Tt will
prove specially helpful in maintaining discipline in the available force.

The required number of buglers shall Be selected from Constables of
district force and as far as possible only willing cona#ibles shall be engaged
m this work,

612. Bihar Armed Police.~Their  Battalions would be located at
various centres in the State and special roles concerning them ghall  he
found in its manual. This force will have its speeial programme of train-

ing,

M3 Training in districts.—A comprehensive programme of training
at State training eentres is riven in Appendix 93. Tf. for anv reason, this
is not fully implemented in distriet police those who are left to be given
training shall at least be given training at distriet headounrters as given
helow or annual training accarding to rule 617 but not both. Tn any ease,
either of these two tra‘nings shall not exempt a partienlar officer frem
undergoing training at State training centres :—

(@) Unarmed branch - <The men of the nnarmed branch shall  he
called to district headquarters  for not leas than one month
training every three vears Tn order to complete the ‘raning
for nll this mav continne thronghont the vear in  squads
rollerted in rotation from the policd-station, eourt and town
staff in snel & way that not more than one man at a time is
called nway from such a small nnit, Soch a traines chanld
he sohstitnted be one man from the training reserve for the
period of one month.

(Y Armed branch —This shall also have » similar training pro-
gramme as provided for in the Rihar Armed Tolice in rule 612,

4. Armed Police Reserve of the districts to be kepl intact.—The
Armed Police foree shall not be emploved on duties which are tn ha per-
formed by the Polico staff posted at polieestations and nther police posts.
Thig force may farn'sh the standing goards including their own magazine
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guards in the district police headquarters (ie. police lines) but the balance
kept as striking force should not be employed on miscellaneons duties or
fent away from Leadquarters without the concurrence of the Districk
Magistrate.  If the Distriot Magistrate is ahsont and it is desirable that
promps action should be tsken, the Superintendent of Police ean move the
Armed foree on his own responsibility informing the District Magistrate as
speedily as possible. Deputation of small units of Armed force can bs mada
for anti-crime patrolling specally in dark period of moon phass withont
prior informalion to the District Magistrale according togmecessity hut at
least half of the sanctioned striking force shall, as far as possible, be kept
available at headquarters for unforeseen eventualities.

B15. (a) Withdrawcal of the Reserve and  mobilization contingents. —
The Inspector-General may order whols or part of the reserve force of one
district for temnorary service in another: and mav withdraw the mobiliza-
tion contingent from any police-station or outpost but notice shall be given
to the Distriet Magisinte directly when necessity for taking such action
is foreseen. The District Magisirate, if he considers there is =ome specinl
loeal reasor which renders it inexpedient to withdraw men from palice
stations and out-posts to the extent of the Inspector-General's  require-
ments, may submit his objections to the Inspector-General fhrough  the
Commissioner. I the Inspector-General's view differs from that of the
Commissioner he shall refer the matter to the Government for orders.

(B) Objections shall not be raised without very good ground, and in
an emergeney, in the ahsence of very strong reasons. the Inspector-Gene-
ral’s requisitions shall he oheved at once. In any case, his demand for
the deputation of reserves shall be met with immediate compliance.

() In urgent sases, cbjrctions shal]l be sent by telegram and if neces-
sary in eypher,

(d) When ariers are issued directing movements of armed police, a
copy of the orders <hall ha sent at the same time to the Commissioner con-
cerned for his information.

616, (a) Mobilization contingent.—The mobilization contingent is the
force withdrawn from investigating centres in emergencies to replace or fo
supplement the armed or ordinary reserves. Detailed instructions for the
formation of mobilisation contingent will be found in Appendix 34. A chart
for the  maximom nnmber of officers  and men to he withdrawn from
different pol'ce-stations and out-posts for each district separately shall  be
approved by Tnspector.General  ang kept at the posts concerned ang in
reserve office.

(b)Y Circumstances when wmobilisation ordered —Generally, no mobili-

gation of foree in 3 d'striet should be permitted except ag provided for in
rule 615(a) and therefore no standing mobilization  contingent at the
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district hendquarlers for train‘ng purposes or for any other purpose can be
allowed to be maintained except ss provided for in rules $13 and 617, How-
over, in apscial cirenmstonees the Range Depuly  Inepector-General ecan
fssue orderz for mebilization for utilization on any special duties within a
digtrict but information about this should be given to Tnspeotor-General
as aitickly as vosgible and generally orders for such a mobilization should be
given after tuking his vrior orders. Tn any ease, orders shall not ba given
for collecting on mobilization hevond the charf of mohilisation contingent
and n no circomstance more than 25 per cent from any post.

(¢) Selection of men —On receipt of mohilizsation orders, the officer-
in-charge of the post <hall select the youngegl officers and men availuble.

{d\ Post of poncentration.—Ordinarily, the post of concentration shall
be at fhe neadauarters of the district. Shonld it he  necessary to order
assembly elsewhere, the name of the place to which the men are to procesd
shall be clearly siated in the mobilisation order, which should he as brief
as possible, e.g.. ““T'he mobilisation contingent will assemble at (place), at
onee/oa date and honr'',

(e} Communication of order.—The gquickest means of commnnicating
the order shonld be stndied and recorded in the reserve office. The fele-
eraph shonld he used as far as possible, not only for police posts sitnated
near n telegraph office, hut also for those to which the order can He trans.
mitted by special messenger from the police post served direct by telegraph.
Police radio may also be used in urgent cases

(f) Record of men assembled.—The reserve Inspector shall maintain a
record of the cfficers and men arriving at the point of assembly within six
hours. twelve hours, twenty-four hotirs and &0 on, and the failures arg the
action takin against defaulters and late comers.

617. Annual training—The moWilization contingent shall be mabilized
onece a vear for 15 dave' training at headquarters. A standard training pro-
gramme for all troinings at district headonarters shall he drawn by Denuty
Inspector-General (Training) (see Rula 618).

A1R. Reserpe Sub-Imspector (Training).—To act as instructor in  tha
mobhilised contingents (Rules 613 and 617) special reserve Sub-Inspectors
for training shall he provided for all digtricts. Tt will be hiz duty under
the enidance of reserve Inspectors to see that the training programmes are
carried out necording to rontine.  Other reserve  Bub.Inspectors for ex-
amnle thosa T/C of supply and transpart, shall also be utilized for imparting
training.  These trainings shall  bhe aupervised by Superintendent gnd
Assistant/Denmte Superinfendent o that the train‘ng in effective.  When
not on doty with mobilized contineent, Suh.-Inspectors (Training shall be
mnn!;lnd to the armed  reserve or emploved in the training of unarmed

ne
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619. Powers of local quthorities in emergencies.—In grave cies
reauiring more furce than circumstances require in rule 616(b), the Deputy
Inspector-General may order mobilization within his range and the Super-
‘ntendent of Police within hig district but in eack case, the Commissioner
and the District Magistrate should ba consnlted respectively and their con-
currence obtained. The Superintendent of Police should not move the force
beyond his distriet  without the ordesg of Inspector-General unless tha
Superintendent or the Magistrate of neighbonring district has asked for
immediate assistance in grave emergencies, .

620, Re-mforcements from other districts.—Whén in an emergency
after all the available force in his district has been mobilised, a Superin-
tendent considers further re-inforcement necessary, he shall apply for extra
men by telegram or police radio to Inspector-General, and shall send '
4 copy of the telegram or message to the Inspector-General, together with
a memorandum showing the necessity for additional men and what steps ha
hos taken fo meet the emergency by utilising the force of his own distriet.
Thereafter, orders will be issued from the Inspector-General's office to
other distr.cts/unils to supply additional force. In meeting such requisi-
tions, Superintendonts of those distriots in the first instance shall, with
the permission of the’r District Magistrates, depute force immediately from
the armed resérve and, if they are absent for more than a week, or if ciroums-
tances render it desirable to replace the armed Police immedintely, they
shall eall ‘n the requisite namber of men to headquarters, ag provideg in
rule 616 above, to bring the armed Police up to its normal strength,

In the slternative, the Superintendents may also arrange for call np
of home guards in consultation with the District Magistrate but before this,
he shonld also obtain the requisite sanction from Inspector-General,

621. (a) Requsition for Armed Constabulary or Military Forca  for
dealing 1oith unlawful assemblies.—(i] The service of additional armed
Police confingent can be requisitioned by the D.M, or by tha 8.P. or by
their superiors in accordance with the provisions of Police Manual Rnles
{sea Armed Palice Manual rule 5 also). These Rules indicate the manner of
their vtilisation as well. This is applicable in an emergency snd in fhe
circumstances deseribed in Chapter 10 of the Code of Criminal Procedare.
On receipt of snch a requisition, the Superintendent or the Commandant,
#s the case may be, shall unless he has received a requisition for g definite
number of officers and men, dec!de in consulfation with the requisitioning
officer the strength of the partv to be supplied. He shall see that the men
are properly armed and equipped and that every man of the foree is supplied
with 20 rounds of ball, which are kept wiih them in separate pouches and
handoliers. He shall also see that the party carriés adequate resorves of
ammunition,
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In no circumstances shall blank ammunition be earried,

(i) When an Inspector or officer of lower rank considers the presence
of an armed force in his jurisdiction necessary, he shall make an applica-
tion through the Subdivisional Police Officer and the Subdivisional Magis-
trate to the Superintendent. Except in grave emergency, he shall nog
organise without the previous sanction of the Subdivisional Magistrate and
the Superintendent or Subdivisional Police Officer, if posted, an armed party
of local police for use in the ir&rior. not use the emergency arms kept ub
8 pelice-station, otherwise than for reinforcing the treasury guard, or
for guardinig the police-station or other Governmert buildings.

(b) Requisition of troops.—(i) Whenever, an officer has to call for the
aid of troops in guelling  riot it should be done in P.M. Form no. 99. He
18 not authorised to interfere in any way with the formation details of the
force, thie military officer heing held responsible for the success of the ope-
rations to be undertaken, and it is for the latter and for him alone, to judge
In what manner the troops can effect the chject,

In cases i which Military aid is thus requisitioned the G.0.C. of the
Division should always be informed at the earliest possible moment of the
objects and wishes of the authorities of the State.

The officer concerned whien asking for military aig shoulg make mno
suggesfions as regsrds the strength and composition of the force.

(i) When time is short, the District Magistrate or in his absence the
mag'strate of highest rank present may make a requisition for troops in
grave situation direct to the nearest Military suthority located in his juris-
diction in M, Form no. 99. Where there are no  troops in the area
affected, the magistrate may make a requisition for troops from s neigh-
bonring area outside his jurisdiction irrespective of the State in which the
arca falls. The magistrate shall inform the State Government who in turn
will inform the Central Governmen;g in Ministry of Defence and Ministry
of Home Affairs without delay, Before Army is called out it would be nece-
esary to explore the possibility of getting  assistance from the B. 8§ F.
or U.R.P.F. or other armed forces of Central Government. The rules for
- the requisition of armed force from these sources are the same as for the

army units except that in their case the District Magistrate only can make
the requisition (in an emergency) from the nearest Forces Centre.

(¢) Deputation of Magistrates.—When the circumstances are such that
the use of force or opposition to the Police is probable and when a detach-
ment of armed police party is deputed, the District Magistrate, Sub-
divisional Magistrate or a Magistrate specially selected by them shall
Sccompany as incharge unlesg it jg impostible to do so. For this purpose
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the Superintendent of Police or Subdivisional Police Officer or the police
officer concerned shall send a requisition for the deputation of a magistrate.
But deputiution of & magistrate should not, lgwever, ordinarily be required
t) be made for necompanying armed police “parties deputed on anti-crime
patrols, etc. To obviate any chance of small parties of armed police
officecs being overpowered it 1s ordered that no police officer will take out
dotachments of armed force of less than a section strength. In gpecial
situstion half a section may be taken out.

Tha magistrate should wear on the right-arm above elbow a distinetive
armband 4" wide and red in colour with the word ‘*‘Magistrate’" on 1t 1n
blue about 2§ high,

(d) Disposition of force.—The disposition of the force shall be left to
the discretion of the Police Officer in command. 303 Rifles will be necessary
when the crowd is armed with firearms and lethal weapons otherwise .410
muskets should be sufiicient, 5

te) As a rule, the following disposition is recommended.—(9) The police
force shall bo halted in two ranks at 100 metres, or other convenient dis-
tance from the scene of the disturbance of the place where the mob is
collected and bayonets shall be fixed at once.

(iiy Bvery precaution should be taken that a force armed with firearms
is not brought so close to & large and  dangerous mob s to risk either its
being overwhelmed by nnmbers or being forced to inflict heavy casunities.
It the use of firearms cannot be avoided, firing should b carried out from
a distance. i.e., from 50 to 100 metres, sufficient to obviate the risk of being
mobbed and to enable striet fire control to be maintained. Firing must in
no account be deferred if the violent moh has approached within 50 metres
of the armed force. In case of street riots, efforts should be made fo halt
the crowd as far sway as possible. Alternatively, armed police party
should take position well away from the mob. Every postible effort ehould
be made to avoid firing at point blank range, ns it is likely to cause con-
sderable loss of life. In any case, aim must necessarily he low,

(#ii) For the purpose of fire control the force sbould be told off into
sections., ' ;

(1) 1f men have to be posted so as to face different ways they should
not be faced abont in one line, but lines should be formed facing different
ways with a clear space between them, 0 as to enable the officer in com-
mand to move between the lines, and thus exercise control.

(v) The Police Officer in executive command of the force shall on no
accontt leavo it, to parley or to arrest leaders in the mob or for any other
purpose.
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{f) Neither the ing party referred to in clause (g) nor the mam
body shall advance m&hing order, unless it is strongly supported.
The Police Ofticer in command should also remember that as for ay prac-
ticable half his men should always hava their weapons loaded when an
attack is anticpated. It must be ensured that the rifles when loaded
should have the safez!oatchu in the ‘on’ position go that shots are not
fired suddenly. Ry doing this the armed force shall have jts own safety
also. Therealter on recoipt of orders, “safety cateh'* shall be put in such
a position that firing can be done,

lg) Warning to unlawful agsembly.—(1) When it becomes n

to take action under section 129 of the Code of Oriminal Procedure, the
Magistrate, or, if no Mogistrate is present. the Police Officer in-charge
should cause the riot flag, if available to bo hoisted well in view of the mob
and in a manner so that the inscriptions on  the flag gre clearly visible.
Thereafter a lung note should be sounded on the bugle, or if no bugle is
available, on the whistle to draw attention to the warning, The bjast of the
whistle should be both intermittent ynd susta‘ned. The Magistrate, or, if
no Magistrate is present. the police officer in-charge, shall then eommand
the unlawful assembly to disperse, and warn it that if it does not disperse
it will be dispersed by force. In order to guard against all misunder-
standings it should be ensured that fullest wirn.ng is given whenaver
gible to the mob vefore any order is given to fire, and to {ake the most
effectual means to explain beforeband to the people constituting the un-
lawiul assembly that, in the event of the police party being ordered to
fire, their fire will be effective. He may either warn &ie unlawful assembly
persounlly, or may send out a Havildar with g purty of not less than two
rifle men for the purpose, within hearing distance of the unlawful assembly
but if he is the police officer in executive command, he must convey the
warning without leaving the armed force.

The riot flag referred to ahove should have the following inseriptions -—
"“The mob should disperse immediately. If not, it will be shot a¢

with guns'’, .
The warning should be administered as follows :—

"“The gathering here is an unlawful assemkbly. You must at once dis-
perse. If you do not disperse the police will open fire against
you. This will cause loss of lives. Hence disperse immedi-
ately, disperse immediately, disperse immediately.'

Nore,~The wonde  Polics  Officey in-ochurge ooourring  in  sub-clanses () (1),
h (1), (h) (2) and (h) (4) bave been defined in sections Z(o) ang 86 of the
Code of Criminal Prooesdure.

(i (1) Responmbility of magistrates.—If a Magistrate is present the
responsibility for using foreo agsinst, or opening fire on an unlawful
asgembly will rest with him and he will direct the officer in-command of
the police to use force or open fire. As far as possible, this order shall he
given in writing in P.M. Form mno. 99A. The Police Officer in-command
shall keep s few copies of this form in English and Hindi with him after
getting these typed. When tho magistrate has ordered the Police Officer
in-command to disperse an unlawful assembly by force or to open fire on
it that police officer shall comply with that order but in actual use of
force, he will exercise his discretion as regards the manner and quanfum
of firing. If a M-g)imn wants to give any special order fo any member
or members of the Police force, he can do it throngh the medium of Palice
Officer in command.

(2) Responsibility of Police Officer in Command —The actual order to
commence firing shall always be given by the Police Officer in-command
of the armed party. This order shall be conveved (if possible in writing
otherwise in the manner fixed Previunnly) to a junior officer in-charge of a
party detached from the main body. The order to cease fire shall be given
hy the officer in-command as soon as {he mob shows a dispogition to retire
or disperse. Tha Magistrate, or. in his absence. the Police Officer in-charge
of the party and any other superior police officer present ghall also be held
respansible to order cease fire, However, the ultimate responsibility in regard
1o the use of force ghall lie with seniormost magistrate and Police Officer
handling the sitnation.

at @ time. Ho is specially required to see that minimum rounds are fired
sceording as the circumstances of the case require.

or an Additional Superintendent of Police or » Commandant, the Divisional
Commissioner, accompanied by the Range Depuly Inspector-General of
Polics ghould visit the locality to look into The circumstances of firing and
the extent o which the relevant Police Manual Rules and executive ins-
tructions have been observed. A copy of confidential report together with
the Commissioner’s finding shall be sent by him to the Clilef Secreary
and the Inspector-General of Police with as little delay after the firing as
possible, This report shall he  signed by Commissioner an§y the  Range
Deputy Inspector-General,

In all other cases of firng of serious nature, the Divisionsl Commis-
sioner and the Range Deputy Inspector-General of Police ghould visit the
Inenlity immediately after firing in order to look into the malter generally
und to give such guidance to the local officer regarding enquiry, relief and
institution of cases, ete. as may be considered suitable and necessary.
