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“Having regard to the facts and circumstances and the materials ¢ v iilable on the
record, this Court finds that the present case would also be covered by th order dated
21.02.2023 passed in CWJC No. 155 of 2023.

This writ application is thus, disposed of in sunilar terms.”
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“Learned counsel for the petitioners subrmits that the case of the petitioners are
similarly situated to the petitioner in CWJC No 10220 of 2021 and the petitioners in
CWIJC No. 4864 of 2021. The petitioners are looking for similar reliefs.

Learned counsel for the petitioners subinizs that the State has acce ited the order
of this Court as contained in Annexure ‘5 in Zase of some of the sinlarly situated
persons, therefore, there is no reason as to why the State would not take similar view in
respect of the petitioners as well. This Court nas been informed that the orders as
contained in Annexure-5 have not becn appealed agamnst.

In the aforesaid view of the matter, this aTil application is being di posed of with
a direction to the Additional Chief Secretary, Department of Home (Police. Government
of Bihar (respondent no. 2) to examine the case of the petitioners keeping in view the
orders passed by this Court in CWJC No. 10220 of 2021 and CWJC No. 4864 of 2021. In
case it is found that these petitioners are similarly situated to the petitioners of the said
two cases, it goes without saying thal the petitioners would also be entitled for similar
reliefs and there would be no recovery from thom The respondents woul |, however, be
at liberty to take steps forre fixalion ol pay/ACE ler giving an approptic e opportunity
of hearing to the petitioners.
